Welcome, delegates, to one of the most explosive moments in Westerosi history: the Battle of the 

Blackwater. This committee places you directly in the boots, armor, and war councils of the Great 

Houses whose decisions shaped the fate of the Iron Throne. Although our crisis is anchored around 

the Lannister and Stannis confrontation on the Blackwater Rush, you will be representing key figures 

from multiple Houses, scattered across Westeros yet bound to one central question: Who will sit the 

Iron Throne when the fires die and the river stops burning? 

 

In this committee, you will step into the roles of commanders, heirs, spymasters, and bannermen 

whose actions either contributed to the battle itself or dramatically influenced its outcome from afar. 

Whether your House rides under the lion, the stag, the wolf, the kraken, or the rose, your strategic 

decisions, diplomatic maneuvers, and battlefield commands will determine not just the victors of the 

Blackwater, but the shape of the war that follows. 

 

The clash you are entering is not merely a confrontation of armies it is a collision of ambition, loyalty, 

treachery, and survival. Cannon fire does not exist in Westeros, but wildfire burns hotter than any 

gunpowder and its emerald inferno will be at the heart of our crisis. The chain that rises from the 

riverbed may seal your triumph or your doom. And while King’s Landing trembles under the screams 

of the dying, far beyond the city walls other Houses make moves of their own: Stark banners in the 

Riverlands, Greyjoy longships off the northern coasts, Tyrell cavalry thundering toward the capital, 

and the shadows of assassins whispering in tent and throne room alike. 

 

This committee is divided between two competing sides, yet your Houses are fighting wars far from 

the capital as well. You may be locked in political negotiations in one moment, and sending a raven to 

move thousands of men in the next. Every House represented here, great or small, has the power to 

tip the balance. Military might, economic pressure, covert operations, assassinations, and shifting 

alliances are all tools in your hands. 

 

Please note: Sections marked in color and the descriptions of your individual characters are essential 

reading. They outline not only your House’s goals but the personal motivations, fears, and rivalries 

that will guide your decisions. Failure to understand these will leave your House and your allies 

vulnerable in the chaos to come. 

 

As the wildfire sparks and the drums of war echo across Blackwater Bay, remember: 

There is no neutral ground in a kingdom at war 

 



 

Each choice you make will reshape the political map of Westeros. Raven messages, battlefield 

orders, betrayals, and alliances will unfold in real time. You will craft the future of the Seven 

Kingdoms.

Ⅳ. Directives 

Since our committee is a crisis committee, you ,delegates, need to know the meaning of a directive, 

the types of a directive, rules while writing it and an example directive. 

 

a)​ What Is a Directive? 

 

Directives are some kind of orders that you give to a specific person in order to put a plan into reality. 

Directives are the main things for a crisis committee since it is shaping the fate and the future of the 

committee. With these several papers of order, you are stating your plans and give it to a Crisis Team 

Member, and you face the results of your plan, either in a bad way or a good way. And that is how a 

crisis committee in a Model United Nations works, with directives. 

 

 

b)​ Types of a directive 

 

There are 5 types of directives that you will need in a crisis committee. These are; 

 

1)​ Personal Directive 

2)​ Joint Directive 

3)​ Committee Directive 

4)​ Top Secret Directive 

5)​ Information Directive (also known as ‘’Info Directive’’) 
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i)  Personal Directive 

 

A personal directive is the main directive type that you will use in the committee since most of the 

directives are written personal in a crisis committee most of the time. Basically, It is the order that you 

will write onto your directive and send it by yourself. You should show this type of directive to your 

Chairboard Members and they should sign it before sending the directive to the Crisis Team Member 

 

ii) Joint Directive  

 

This is the type of directive that you shall write 2 or more than 2 people. You should write this with 2 

or more than 2 people and send it with him/her. This directive can be beneficial for you while 

planning a big order or while you need to share the parts of a directive to write. You should show this 

type of directive to your Chairboard Members and they should sign it before sending the directive to 

the Crisis Team Member 

 

iii) Committee Directive 

 

A committee directive should be approved by the whole committee to be sent. This directive is 

encouraged to be used while making a big decision as the committee and the whole committee should 

agree upon the order. You should show this type of directive to your Chairboard Members and they 

should sign it before sending the directive to the Crisis Team Member 

 

iv) Top Secret Directive 

 

Top Secret directives are the types that you should write on your own and secretly. This directive can 

be used while assassinating, poisoning someone or doing something secretly without other delegates 

to find out. While writing and trying to send this type of directive, you should be very careful since if 

you get caught by your Chairboard Members you will face the negative consequences from your 

directive. This is the only type of directives that is not required to be ret and signed by your 

Chairboard Member ,obviously. You should give the Top Secret directives to Crisis Team Members 

without your Chairboard Members to find out. 

 

v) Information Directive 

 

Information directives are written in order to learn everything and everyone. Basically, you are going 

to use this directive to learn something or a situation that you need to know in order to write a main 

 



 

type of directive (Personal, Joint, Committee or Top Secret Directives). Typically, information 

directives are written as 1 or 2 sentences. Remember, you can utilize this type of directive only with 

the information regarding yourself and your cabinet, you can not use it about your enemies or a 

foreign country's internal situation. Commonly used information directives are listed below. 

 

-​ ‘’Where am i located right now?’’ 

-​ ‘’What does it takes to send the x troop from A to B?’’ 

-​ ‘’How much money do i have right now?’’ 

-​ ‘’What is the current leader of the x country and where is it located?’’ 

 

 

 

c) Rules of Writing a Directive 

 

●​ While writing a directive, you need to be over-specific about what you are writing. By 

accident, you can send a wrong troop to a wrong region, assassinate a wrong person in a 

wrong way or your aim group can experience bad things upon your non-specific directive. 

You should be detailed while writing things like how you are going to apply that plan, how 

your aim group is going to do that action, what the group is going to consume while applying 

the plan, their security and the aftermath of the plan. You shouldn't apply ‘’storytelling’’ while 

writing your directive. Storytelling means that you are stating your plan is going to succeed. 

You are saying that ‘’I will do this, I will do that’’. At your directives, you can not be sure if 

your plan is going to succeed or not. So while writing it, you should use clauses such as ‘’I 

am planning to do this, I am planning to use that’’. Usage of ‘’If’’ clauses is crucial. In a plan, 

if you are going to do something in case another plan succeeds, you should use ‘’If this plan 

succeeds, i will plan to do that’’. Lastly, you need to put the obligated stuff such as name of 

the committee, directive type, to-from part and the timestamp onto your directive. How you 

are going to do this is mentioned below on the example directive.

​ d) Example Directive 

In this example directive, our aim is to send the spies to a destination and order them to search 

someone. You don’t need a technological device as used on this directive, you can draw and note the 

details when writing a directive such as maps and items.

Key Terms 
 

Wildfire 
 

The Alchemists' Guild in King's Landing invented Wildfire, a magically enhanced 

green fire that is extremely unstable. It is kept in delicate clay pots that, if not 

properly sealed, might catch fire from heat, impact, or even sunshine. Once lit, it 

spreads like a live flame across surfaces and even water, burning so hot that it can 

melt stone and steel. It is also almost impossible to put out. 

 

Golden Company Soldiers 
 
The Golden Company is the most disciplined and dependable mercenary army in 

Essos, known for never breaking a contract, fighting as a unified professional force, 

and fielding around 10,000 hardened veterans. In the War of the Five Kings, any side 

that hired them would gain a major military advantage: the Lannisters could have 

reinforced their stretched armies and secured King's Landing more easily, Stannis 

could have gained the land-based infantry he needed to besiege the city without 

relying on a risky naval assault, Robb Stark could have matched Lannister numbers 

and held the Riverlands securely, and Renly or Balon could have used them to 

 



 

strengthen their weaknesses: Renly for elite discipline, Balon for infantry the Ironborn 

lacked. Their involvement could have significantly shifted the war's balance for 

whoever secured their loyalty. 

 

The Small Council 
 
The Small Council in Game of Thrones is the main governing council that helps the 

king or queen manage the Seven Kingdoms. Although the monarch is the ultimate 

power, the Small Council performs practically all of the daily chores of operating the 

realm. This organization gathers frequently in King's Landing's Tower of the Hand to 

discuss a variety of topics, including law, finance, and war. The Small Council, whose 

members have considerable influence behind the scenes, frequently becomes the 

real engine of administration in Westeros because many of the country's monarchs 

are inexperienced, preoccupied, or politically weak. 

 

 

The Hand of the King who serves as the monarch's principal advisor and, 

frequently, the de facto ruler, is in the center of the council. The Hand handles the 

kingdom's affairs when the king is too young, like Tommen, or uninterested in ruling, 

like Robert Baratheon. The Master of Coin who is in charge of the realm's finances; 

the Master of Ships, who is in charge of the fleet; the Master of Laws, who is in 

charge of justice; and the Master of Whisperers, who obtains hidden information 

and intelligence, are among the other important officials who sit next to the Hand. In 

addition to serving on the council, the Grand Maester, a healer and scholar 

dispatched by the Citadel, offers historical expertise, medical care, and 

communication help. 

 

The Small Council turns into a battlefield for political power plays throughout the 

series. To obtain control or defend their own interests, members frequently form 

alliances, conceal intentions, and undermine one another. Littlefinger and Varys 

serve as examples of how deception, silence, and calculated choices can transform 

entire kingdoms. Due to this ongoing planning, the Small Council is no longer just an 

administrative body but rather one of the most dangerous political venues in 

 



 

Westeros, where every meeting has the potential to change the realm's power 

dynamics and every decision could affect thousands of lives. 

 

 
The State of Westeros just Before Robert Baratheon’s Death 
 
The Political Landscape 

 

Although Westeros under King Robert Baratheon still seems calm on the outside, the 

country is already beginning to fall apart. His expensive lifestyle and lack of interest 

in ruling, Robert's reign has become more and more weak and chaotic. Ambitious 

individuals like Varys and Petyr Baelish (Littlefinger) have subtly taken control of the 

Small Council and are using it to further their own agendas. With Cersei Lannister's 

position as queen and Tywin Lannister's influence in politics, the Lannisters have 

become deeply rooted in the Crown's institutions and are getting ready to seize 

power after Robert leaves. Ned Stark's presence in King's Landing has sparked a 

dangerous clash of values between northern honor and southern plotting, and 

tensions between the Starks and Lannisters are growing. Even though the conflict 

hasn't started yet, the coalitions that will influence the upcoming civil war, the War of 

the Five Kings, are already taking shape. 

 

Tension in the Royal Succession  

 

The mystery surrounding Robert's "children" is an important cause of instability. The 

majority of the realm is unaware that Joffrey, Myrcella, and Tommen are the children 

of Cersei's incestuous connection with her brother Jaime rather than Robert's actual 

kids. Ned's discovery of this fact is a political powder keg since, if made public, it 

would undermine the Lannisters' authority and spark hostilities with influential houses 

like the Baratheons of Dragonstone and Storm's End. Robert's strict and 

uncompromising brother, Stannis Baratheon, has already discovered the truth and is 

secretly planning his claim. The primary cause of Robert's death is the succession 

issue; after his passing, conflicting claims will split the kingdom. 

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

Economic and Financial Issues 

 

 The Seven Kingdoms are in poor economic condition. The majority of the Crown's 

enormous debt is owing to the Iron Bank of Braavos and, more seriously, to House 

Lannister as a result of years of Robert's excessive spending on feasts, 

tournaments, and luxury. Tywin has a great deal of power over the monarchy 

because of this financial reliance. In order to preserve his power, Littlefinger 

purposefully hides the gravity of the situation, giving the impression of prosperity 

while the realm's resources steadily decline. Because of this financial instability, 

Westeros will not have enough resources to fight a long lasting civil war, which will 

make the misery of the general populace worse. 

 

Tensions Between the Military and the Region  

 

The realm is weak militarily. Although Robert's uprising once brought the kingdoms 

together, years of peace have allowed regional rivalries to come back to life. Houses 

Stark and Lannister are already headed for conflict when Tywin mobilizes his forces 

after Catelyn Stark detains Tyrion for trying to kill Bran. Robert's growing fear of 

Daenerys Targaryen, who is gaining power among the Dothraki in the east, prompts 

him to commission an assassination attempt that further strains his political ties. 

Strange sightings outside the Wall frighten the Watch in the North, but the southern 

lords disregard these alerts. The genuine old threat in the far north is subtly gaining 

strength while the realm's political elite vie for power. 

 

How did Ned Stark Become the Hand of the King 
 
The unexpected death of Jon Arryn, the previous Hand and a man Robert Baratheon 

and Ned regarded as the next one, marks the beginning of Ned Stark's appointment 

as Hand of the King. Robert, who is already dissatisfied with the politics and 

corruption of the court, looks for someone he can completely trust after Jon Arryn's 

death leaves a power vacuum in King's Landing. To show how urgent his desire is, 

 



 

Robert himself goes north to Winterfell. In addition to their close connection during 

Robert's Rebellion, he urges Ned to take on the role of Hand because he thinks Ned 

is the only decent man in the realm, someone uncorruptible who can keep the 

government stable. Robert longs for one trustworthy advisor by his side because he 

feels surrounded by manipulative individuals like Cersei, Littlefinger, and Varys. 

 
Ned Stark is concerned right from the start despite this. He prefers the simple life of 

the North, where honor is valued above ambition, and mistrusts the South and the 

complicated political games practiced at court. He understands that taking on the 

role of Hand will require him to leave Winterfell and his family, which is particularly 

upsetting because it means leaving behind his wounded son, Bran. Ned does not 

want to give up his duties as Warden of the North. But Ned realizes that something 

much more terrible is taking place when Catelyn gets an undercover message from 

Lysa Arryn claiming that the Lannisters killed Jon Arryn. Ned accepts Robert out of a 

sense of obligation—a duty to his king, a duty to his friend, and a duty to learn the 

truth about Jon Arryn's death and rejecting him may leave the Starks defenseless 

and alone. 

 

The Lannisters’ Visit to the North and Bran Stark’s Fall 
 
King Robert Baratheon takes a sizable royal company with him as he visits his 

longtime friend Eddard Stark in the North. Queen Cersei Lannister and her brothers, 

Tyrion and Jaime, are among them. The visit has both personal and political 

objectives. After Jon Arryn's unexplained murder, Robert is interested in restoring 

their friendship and name Ned as the next Hand of the King. There are underlying 

tensions amongst the noble households despite the visit's outward appearance of 

friendliness. 

 

Despite his mother's cautions, young Bran Stark continues in his habit of climbing 

the castle walls and towers during the Lannisters' stay at Winterfell. He 

unintentionally discovers something startling one day when touring an ancient, 

somewhat deserted tower: Queen Cersei and her twin brother Jaime are having an 

incestuous relationship. The twins understand that Bran has seen their secret and 

that disclosing the truth wont have positive effects on them. 

 



 

 

Jaime takes an instant and brutal decision when confronted with the risk of 

exposure. He walks up to Bran, says, "The things I do for love," and throws the boy 

out of the tower window. After falling from a considerable height, Bran is left in a 

coma and eventually becomes permanently paralyzed from the waist down. The 

political climate of Westeros undergoes a sea change as a result of this tragedy, 

which breeds distrust and ultimately fuels the growing tension between the 

Lannisters and the Starks. 

 

 

Robert Baratheon’s Death and Joffrey’s Rise to the Throne 
 

Although Robert Baratheon’s death appears to have been an accidental hunting 

related tragedy, political maneuvering at court had an important impact. After being 

given overly powerful wine by Lancel Lannister who is acting on Cersei's order, 

Robert someone already physically weak from years of drinking, feasting, and not 

considering his health, goes on a hunt. Robert gets a fatal wound after being gored 

by an enormous pig while drunk and distracted. He writes a will appointing Eddard 

Stark as "Protector of the Realm" until his heir reaches adulthood in an effort to 

secure the realm on his deathbed. However, Ned, aware of Joffrey's illegitimacy, 

intentionally changes the phrase of "my son Joffrey." to "my rightful heir". Robert 

makes one final effort to bring stability to the kingdom, but as soon as he passes 

away, the political situation falls apart. 

 

The Lannisters and their supporters crown Joffrey Baratheon king following Robert's 

death, taking possession of the Iron Throne before Ned Stark may reveal his true 

ancestry. Joffrey is actually the result of Cersei Lannister's incestuous relationship 

with her brother Jaime, a secret Ned discovers but is unable to reveal in time, 

despite Robert's belief that Joffrey is his legitimate son. After being king, Joffrey acts 

in a hurry and brutally to establish his dominance. In spite of the Small Council's and 

his own mother's advise, he orders Ned Stark's public execution in his first decisive 

and startling move. This action destroys any chance of peace, starts the War of the 

Five Kings, and confirms Joffrey's reputation as a brutal, unstable leader whose 

authority is based on lies and maintained by terror and Lannister strength. 

 



 

Stannis Learning the Truth  
 
Before the events of Game of Thrones, Stannis Baratheon and Jon Arryn were 

investigating the parentage of the royal children when they discovered the truth 

about Cersei and Jaime's incest. He saw that none of Robert's alleged children 

looked like him and that their blond Lannister appearance went against the 

Baratheon family's habit of having children with dark hair. Stannis deduced that 

Joffrey, Myrcella, and Tommen could not be Robert's kids by researching aristocratic 

ancestry, looking at Robert's bastards, particularly Gendry, who had a strong 

resemblance to Robert, and assembling Jon Arryn's results. After Jon Arryn's 

strange murder, this revelation led him to leave King's Landing and later claim that 

Joffrey was a fake heir. 

 

 

Ned Stark’s Execution  
 
Ned approaches Cersei after learning that Joffrey, Myrcella, and Tommen are 

actually the children of Jaime and Cersei Lannister rather than Robert Baratheon, 

and he warns her to leave with her kids before Robert comes back. Rather, Cersei 

takes advantage of the situation to plan a coup. In an attempt to carry out Robert's 

last desires, Ned declares himself Protector of the Realm until Stannis Baratheon, 

the legitimate heir, are able to ascend to the throne. But in the throne room, Ned is 

arrested for treason after Littlefinger betrays him and the City Watch turns against 

him. 

 

Torture, despair, and hopelessness erode Ned's body and mind as he spends time in 

the Black Cells. In the meantime, he is being used as a political instrument by Cersei 

and the Small Council in an effort to prevent war with the North. Desperate to save 

her father, Sansa Stark asks the queen for forgiveness. As a result, Varys goes to 

see Ned and convinces him to publicly confess to treason in exchange for 

forgiveness, guaranteeing that he will be taken to the Wall rather than executed. Ned 

gives up his ethical standards and consents to make a false confession, knowing 

that Sansa's life and safety depend on it, in the hopes that the deception will shield 

his children and prevent a battle. 

 



 

 

Ned reluctantly admits treason in front of a sizable crowd on the steps of the Great 

Sept of Baelor, claiming that Joffrey is the rightful ruler and that he plotted against 

the throne. Before Joffrey suddenly chooses to ignore the restrictions, the scheme 

appears to be working. Despite the council's and even Cersei's protests, he orders 

Ned's instant death in an unexpected act of brutality and uncontrolled power. Ser Ilyn 

Payne uses Ice, the ancient greatsword of the Stark family, to murder Ned Stark in 

front of Sansa and the gathered crowd of people. 

 

Any idea of peace is destroyed by Ned's death. The Stark and Lannister negotiations 

are destroyed, Sansa is emotionally shattered, Arya, who observes it from the crowd, 

is traumatized, and the whole rage of the North is sparked. The War of the Five 

Kings begins after Robb Stark mobilizes the northern bannermen and declares 

himself King in the North. As a result, Ned's passing serves as the motivation for 

Westeros' bloody power war. 

 

 
The Beginning of the War of the Five Kings 
 

A number of lords, most notably Stannis and Renly Baratheon, suspect or know that 

Joffrey is not actually Robert's son, casting doubt on Joffrey Baratheon's claim to the 

throne. As Robert's elder brother, Stannis claims to be the legitimate heir, but Renly 

rejects this claim and proclaims himself king with the Tyrells' strong backing. In the 

meantime, Robb Stark rises to power in the North following Ned Stark's execution, 

and the northern lords rebel against the Lannisters by crowning him King in the 

North. In an attempt to capitalize on the chaos, Balon Greyjoy immediately proclaims 

the Iron Islands' independence and establishes himself as King of the Ironborn in the 

Riverlands.  These rival claims, motivated by ambition, vengeance, and political 

opportunity, erupt into a huge, multi sided conflict known as the War of the Five 

Kings. 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 
1.​ Gregor Clegane’s Riverlands Raids Begin 

 
In Game of Thrones, open conflict begins with Gregor Clegane's Riverlands 

raids. After Tyrion is captured by Catelyn Stark, Tywin Lannister surreptitiously 

dispatches the Mountain to burn villages, murder smallfolk, and cause 

mayhem. In order to wage war without formally declaring it, Tywin uses these 

vicious attacks to incite the Tullys and Starks, entice their armies into the field, 

and assert that a rogue bannerman is to blame for the violence. The 

destruction compels the Riverlords to react, prompts Ned Stark to kill Beric 

Dondarrion (founding the future Brotherhood Without Banners), and finally 

starts the larger War of the Five Kings. 

 

2.​ Battle of The Golden Tooth 
 

One of the first significant battles of the War of the Five Kings, the Battle of 

the Golden Tooth marks the actual start of open warfare between the 

Tully-Stark alliance and the Lannisters. Jaime Lannister spearheads a swift, 

focused attack into the Golden Tooth, a slender mountain pass that acts as 

the western entrance to the Riverlands, under Tywin Lannister's leadership. 

Lord Vance and Lord Piper have been sent by Edmure Tully to guard the 

pass, but they are unprepared for Jaime's forceful attack. The Riverlands' 

western defenses are essentially destroyed when Jaime's seasoned cavalry 

crushes their forces, killing many and capturing important prisoners. The 

Lannisters are able to invade Tully territory as a result of this victory, forcing 

the Starks and Tullys to fully mobilize and turning the realm into a full-scale 

conflict. 

 

3.​ Sack of the Riverlands Villages 
 

The brutal campaign that Tywin Lannister initiated at the beginning of the War 

of the Five Kings, primarily carried out by Ser Gregor Clegane and his men, is 

referred to as the "sack of the Riverlands villages." Gregor rides through the 

Riverlands under Tywin's covert orders, causing widespread terror and 

 



 

destruction by burning villages, killing small people, stealing crops, and 

poisoning wells. The purpose of these attacks is to incite House Tully, compel 

them to gather their forces, and give the impression that the violence was the 

result of unruly raiders rather than a coordinated Lannister operation. 

Destroying communities like Sherrer, Wendish Town, and the Mummer's Ford 

causes instability in the area, sparks the formation of the Brotherhood Without 

Banners, and drives the Starks and Tullys into full-scale conflict. 

 

4.​ Battle at the Mummer’s Ford 
 

Gregor Clegane's vicious raids across the Riverlands set off the somber 

opening battle of the War of the Five Kings, known as the Battle at the 

Mummer's Ford. Beric Dondarrion's small group of knights and men-at-arms 

rides into the Riverlands after Ned Stark dispatches him to bring Gregor to 

justice. Eventually, they come across a much larger Lannister force at the 

Mummer's Ford. The majority of Beric's outnumbered group are killed by 

Gregor and his men, leaving the ford covered in dead bodies. Even though 

Beric is thought to be dead, the survivors reorganize and carry on fighting for 

the smallfolk, marking the beginning of the future Brotherhood Without 

Banners. The conflict between the Starks, Tullys, and Lannisters intensifies as 

a result of the battle, which also deepens the chaos in the Riverlands. 

 

5.​ Battle of the Green Fork 
 

Robb Stark splits his army and sends Roose Bolton to fight Tywin Lannister 

while he leads the main host west in the Battle of the Green Fork, a significant 

early battle in the War of the Five Kings. At the Green Fork of the Trident, 

Tywin's seasoned army confronts Bolton's force, which is composed of many 

inexperienced soldiers and levies from the north. Tywin launches a strong, 

well-planned attack that breaches the northern defenses, causing significant 

casualties and compelling Bolton to flee. Despite the obvious Lannister 

victory, it also serves as a tactical diversion: Robb's real scheme is successful 

as he eludes Tywin, apprehends Jaime Lannister at Riverrun, and changes 

the course of the conflict in spite of the loss at the Green Fork. 

 



 

 

6.​ Battle of The Whispering Wood 
 

Robb Stark's tactical prowess is demonstrated in the early and pivotal Battle 

of the Whispering Wood in the War of the Five Kings. Robb divides his forces 

and sets up a well-thought-out ambush along the wooded roads close to the 

Whispering Wood as Tywin Lannister moves into the Riverlands. The 

Lannister vanguard is overrun by the Stark army, who use the trees' cover and 

the element of surprise to cut them off before they can gather. Jaime 

Lannister is apprehended during the mayhem, giving Robb a useful 

negotiating tool and greatly boosting morale in the North and Riverlands. In 

addition to shifting the early momentum in favor of the Starks and establishing 

Robb as a formidable military leader, this victory shows that strategy and 

timing can prevail over numbers. 

 

7.​ The Lannister Camps Attack (Battle of The Camps) 
 

The Battle of the Camps, also called the Lannister Camps Attack, takes place 

soon after the Whispering Wood in Robb Stark's Riverlands campaign. Robb 

prepares a daring assault against Tywin Lannister's dispersed camps after 

apprehending Jaime Lannister in order to undermine the Lannister army 

before it can reorganize. The Stark forces use coordination, speed, and 

surprise to attack several camps at once, wreaking havoc and suffering 

significant casualties. Tywin's advance is slowed and he is unable to 

immediately reinforce other Lannister positions as a result of the attack, which 

forces him to retreat and concentrate his forces. Robb's reputation as a crafty 

commander is strengthened, his bannermen's morale is raised, and this 

operation shows his developing military acumen. Stark's early-war momentum 

is sustained by the Battle of the Camps. 

 

8.​ Siege of Riverrun Lifted 
 

During Robb Stark's initial campaign in the War of the Five Kings, the Siege of 

Riverrun Lifted takes place. Tywin Lannister besieges the castle to exact 

 



 

revenge on the Tullys and protect the Riverlands after Edmure Tully's army 

repels Lannister attacks on Riverrun. Leading an army from the north, Robb 

marches swiftly to relieve the castle, using strategy and speed to compel 

Tywin to lift the siege. The Lannisters retreat to avoid a fierce battle in 

unfavorable circumstances after being intimidated by the arrival of Stark 

forces. By lifting the siege, Stark's influence in the Riverlands is maintained, 

Tully retains control of the castle, and Robb is able to carry on his campaign 

against Lannister forces. Robb's leadership and strategic adaptability early in 

the conflict are demonstrated by this move. 

 

9.​ Siege of Storm’s End 
 

An important early event in Robert's Rebellion that demonstrates the tenacity 

of House Baratheon is the Siege of Storm's End. Robert Baratheon besieges 

Storm's End, which is occupied by loyalist forces led by Lord Argilac, after 

joining the uprising against King Aerys II. The siege is challenging because 

the castle is well-fortified and has few supplies due to its location on a coastal 

cliff. Robert attempts to breach the walls while cutting off reinforcements by 

using patience and strategy. Robert's brother Stannis Baratheon valiantly 

defends the castle during the protracted siege, ensuring the garrison survives 

until reinforcements can arrive. In the end, the castle falls, establishing 

Baratheon's dominance over the Stormlands and demonstrating the brothers' 

strategic acumen, leadership, and tenacity early in the uprising against the 

Mad King. 

 

10.​Renly and Stannis Meet at Storm’s End 
 

Tensions within House Baratheon are highlighted by the encounter between 

Renly and Stannis Baratheon at Storm's End, which takes place soon after 

Robert's Rebellion. Stannis emerges as the legitimate lord of the castle 

following the siege of Storm's End, but his harsh and inflexible demeanor 

stands in stark contrast to the popularity and charm of his younger brother 

Renly. Renly goes to the castle to make amends and talk about the 

Stormlands' future, but there is subtle conflict due to underlying rivalry and 

 



 

different leadership philosophies. Renly prefers diplomacy, charisma, and 

forming alliances, while Stannis is duty-bound, unyielding, and focused on the 

law and honor. Their encounter highlights the brothers' divergent views on 

power, hinting at future disputes, and highlights how loyalty and ambition can 

clash even within a family during times of conflict and political unpredictability. 

 

11.​Renly’s Assasination by the Shadow 
 

A startling turning point in the War of the Five Kings occurs when the shadow 

kills Renly Baratheon. Renly gathers a sizable and well-liked army in the 

Stormlands and challenges his brother Stannis' claim to the Iron Throne by 

proclaiming himself king. That evening, Melisandre uses Stannis's magical 

ability to summon a mysterious shadow creature that appears in Renly's tent 

and instantly kills him, leaving his army stunned and without a leader. In 

addition to eliminating Renly as a competitor and solidifying Stannis's position 

as the main Baratheon claimant, the assassination breeds distrust, suspicion, 

and fear among allies. This sinister deed foreshadows the high price of 

ambition and power struggles in Westeros and illustrates the lethal impact of 

magic in the conflict. 

 

12.​Stannis Breaks Siege of Storm’s End 
 

An important turning point in Robert's Rebellion is the breaking of the Siege of 

Storm's End, which demonstrates Stannis Baratheon's tenacity and 

leadership. Lord Argilac's loyalist forces hold the castle during the siege, 

starving and cut off from supplies. Stannis organizes his defenders with 

discipline and tenacity, refusing to give up despite being vastly outnumbered. 

After months of blockade, Robert Baratheon, the leader of the rebel forces 

encircling the castle, organizes a coordinated attack and provides supplies to 

the garrison, enabling Stannis to hold the castle. In the end, the siege is lifted, 

signifying a resounding victory for the rebels. Robert's role in the uprising 

against the Mad King is strengthened, Baratheon control over the Stormlands 

is maintained, and Stannis's reputation for loyalty and steadfastness is 

solidified. 

 



 

 

13.​Ironborn Landing on the Stony Shore 
 

One of the Ironborn's first aggressive actions during the War of the Five Kings 

is their landing on the Stony Shore. Under the command of Balon Greyjoy, the 

Iron Fleet departs from the Iron Islands and assaults the fertile Riverlands 

coastline known as the Stony Shore. Before the local lords can set up 

defenses, the Ironborn use their speed and naval mobility to raid villages, 

burn crops, and seize livestock. The Riverlands' lords are forced to reroute 

forces to defend their homes as a result of the attacks, which terrorize 

smallfolk and interfere with trade and food supplies. This landing weakens 

Stark and Tully's influence early in the war and illustrates the Ironborn's 

raiding strategy of swift, vicious strikes rather than holding territory. It also 

adds to the general chaos in the Riverlands. 

 

14.​Capture of Deepwood Motte 
 

In an attempt to establish strategic locations in the Riverlands, Robb Stark 

captures Deepwood Motte during his northern campaign in the War of the 

Five Kings. Deepwood Motte is a crucial target because it protects a vital path 

into the Riverlands and is a fortified castle that is loyal to House Stark's 

adversaries. Robb's army besieges and attacks the castle, overpowering the 

defenders with their superior numbers and coordination. Robb's control over 

disputed territory is strengthened, northern morale is raised, and a threat to 

Stark supply lines and communications is eliminated with the successful 

capture. Robb's reputation as a competent commander is cemented by this 

victory, which also highlights his ability to blend strategy, speed, and tactical 

planning, further undermining Lannister-aligned forces in the area. 

 

15.​Moat Cailin Reinforced by Ironborn 
 

An important development in the north during the War of the Five Kings is the 

Ironborn's support of Moat Cailin. Northern defense had long depended on 

Moat Cailin, a strategic stronghold that controlled the northern entrance into 

 



 

the Riverlands. In order to gain control of this vital choke point, the Ironborn, 

led by Balon Greyjoy, bolster the castle with soldiers and supplies when they 

exploit the chaos in Westeros. Robb Stark's campaign is complicated by their 

presence, which puts Stark's power in jeopardy and forces him to think about 

the northern frontier in addition to his southern operations. This reinforcement 

highlights the strategic significance of Moat Cailin in controlling northern 

access routes and illustrates the Ironborn's opportunistic strategy of using 

mobility and fortification to expand influence.  

 

16.​Theon’s Capture of Winterfell 
 

During the War of the Five Kings, Theon Greyjoy made the audacious and 

contentious decision to seize Winterfell. Theon leads a small Ironborn force 

into the northern heartland after Balon Greyjoy assigns him to attack the North 

while Robb Stark campaigns in the Riverlands. He sneaks into Winterfell, 

overwhelms its small garrison, and captures the castle with little opposition by 

using speed, cunning, and the element of surprise. Robb's kingdom descends 

into chaos as Theon seizes the ancestral Stark seat, shocking the North and 

alienating many former allies. It gives the Ironborn a brief foothold in the 

North, but it also breeds mistrust, damages Theon's reputation, and paves the 

way for more tragedies, highlighting the dangers of ambition and overreach 

during times of conflict. 

 

17.​Sack of Winterfell 
 

The brutal and tragic Sack of Winterfell occurs after Theon Greyjoy takes 

control of the castle during the War of the Five Kings. Theon's control wanes 

after capturing Winterfell as Stark forces reorganize and northern allegiances 

change. Theon commands the destruction of the castle and its environs, 

including the execution of prisoners and the burning of portions of Winterfell, 

in an effort to establish power and frighten the North. The assault leaves 

long-lasting wounds on Stark allies and bannermen, demoralizes the people 

of the north, and intensifies the chaos in the area. Winterfell is momentarily 

under the Ironborn's control, but the sack alienates potential supporters and 

 



 

paves the way for Theon's eventual demise. The incident highlights the 

terrible human cost of war in Westeros as well as the results of reckless 

ambition. 

 

18.​Battle of Oxcross 
 

One of the most important battles in Robb Stark's War of the Five Kings 

campaign is the Battle of Oxcross. Robb confronts House Westerling and their 

Lannister allies at Oxcross, a crucial strategic location controlling routes into 

the western Riverlands, after advancing into the Riverlands. Robb's northern 

army overwhelms the Westerling forces with superior tactics, mobility, and 

surprise, killing or capturing a large number of soldiers and securing the area. 

The triumph at Oxcross shows Stark's developing leadership abilities, 

increases Robb's bannermen's morale, and solidifies his control over the 

western Riverlands. Additionally, it interferes with Lannister communications 

and supply routes, which makes it more difficult for Tywin to gather his forces. 

The fight demonstrates how timing, strategy, and terrain awareness can make 

all the difference when facing more formidable opponents 

 

 

19.​Raids on Ashemark, the Crag, and Crakehall 
 

During the War of the Five Kings, Robb Stark's Riverlands campaign includes 

raids on Ashemark, the Crag, and Crakehall with the goal of undermining 

Lannister-aligned forces and establishing northern dominance. Robb sends 

out mobile raiding parties to attack these important castles, focusing on local 

leadership, garrisons, and supply routes. Because each raid is carried out 

quickly, unexpectedly, and precisely, the northern forces are able to seize 

prisoners, pillage resources, and undermine Lannister authority without 

having to engage in protracted sieges. The attacks cause the Lannisters to 

reroute troops to defend several locations, demoralize enemy bannermen, 

and interfere with coordination. Robb's ability to employ guerrilla tactics, 

increase his influence throughout the Riverlands, and sustain momentum 

 



 

while avoiding needless losses in direct, large-scale battles is demonstrated 

by these raids. 

 

20.​Capture of Harrenhal by Northern Forces 
 

A significant turning point in Robb Stark's campaign during the War of the Five 

Kings is the capture of Harrenhal by northern forces. The previous 

Lannister-aligned lord had abandoned Harrenhal, a massive and strategically 

significant fortress in the Riverlands, leaving it vulnerable. Acknowledging its 

significance, Robb commands his army from the north to capture the castle, 

swiftly gaining control with little opposition. Robb can plan future campaigns, 

house prisoners, and store supplies thanks to the fortress, which gives him a 

safe base of operations in the center of Lannister territory. Harrenhal's capture 

raises Stark's stature and morale, reveals Robb's strategic acumen, and 

severely reduces Lannister power in the area, demonstrating how 

opportunism and quick thinking can produce decisive advantages in combat 

. 
21.​Siege Preparations for King’s Landing 

 
As Robb Stark tries to take advantage of Lannister's weaknesses after 

winning the Riverlands, the siege preparations for King's Landing take place 

during the War of the Five Kings. Robb's army plans a coordinated march 

toward the capital with the goal of applying pressure to King Joffrey and the 

Lannisters after securing important strongholds like Harrenhal. In order to cut 

off reinforcements and control river crossings that lead to the city, the northern 

army plans supplies, scouts important routes, and strategically places forces. 

The goal of these preparations is to take advantage of Lannister's overreach 

while maximizing northern strengths such as mobility, discipline, and morale. 

The planning highlights Robb's developing military skills, illustrates the 

logistical difficulties of attacking the Iron Throne, and emphasizes the strategic 

thinking needed for a decisive strike in Westeros, even though Robb never 

establishes a full siege. 

 

 

 



 

22.​Battle of Blackwater 
 

The War of the Five Kings culminates in the Battle of Blackwater, where 

King's Landing is protected from Stannis Baratheon's attack. Confident in his 

power, Stannis advances with a sizable fleet and army in search of the Iron 

Throne. As Hand of the King, Tyrion Lannister sets up the city's defenses, 

using infantry and siege engines to fortify the walls and using wildfire in the 

Blackwater River to destroy a large portion of Stannis's fleet. The unexpected 

wildfire explosion during the attack throws Stannis's forces into disarray, but 

the city's defenders resist repeated attacks. In the end, Tywin Lannister's and 

the Tyrell army's arrival seals King's Landing and decisively ends Stannis's 

campaign, proving the value of strategy, resourcefulness, and prompt 

reinforcement. 

 

23.​The Red Wedding 
 

Tywin Lannister and Walder Frey planned the Red Wedding, a startling and 

crucial moment in the War of the Five Kings, in order to destroy House Stark. 

Robb Stark, Catelyn Stark, and numerous northern bannermen are betrayed 

during Edmure Tully and Roslin Frey's marriage, which was supposed to be a 

tranquil celebration. Together with the Lannisters and Roose Bolton, the Freys 

launch an attack under the pretense of hospitality, massacring both soldiers 

and nobles. Robb is eliminated as a contender for the throne, the Stark army 

is destroyed, and Lannister control over the Riverlands is solidified as a result 

of this massacre. The Red Wedding is a prime example of the lethal mix of 

political scheming, treachery, and vicious ambition that characterizes war in 

Westeros. 

 

24.​Sack of Harrenhal 
 

Following Robb Stark's conquest of the enormous fortress during his 

Riverlands campaign in the War of the Five Kings, the Sack of Harrenhal 

takes place. Despite its strategic importance, Harrenhal is hard to completely 

control due to its size and small northern garrison. The castle descends into 

 



 

chaos as the northern forces depart to pursue other campaigns, and a large 

portion of the fortress is looted, burned, and pillaged by rival forces, smallfolk, 

and opportunistic soldiers. Its usefulness as a stronghold is undermined by 

the destruction or theft of priceless supplies, treasures, and records. The sack 

draws attention to the challenges of maintaining such a large fortress, the 

weaknesses that persist even after victory, and the general instability in the 

Riverlands. It also shows how occupation can result in catastrophic losses if 

there is not enough manpower. 

 

25.​Battle of Duskendale 
 

An important but little-known conflict from the War of the Five Kings, the Battle 

of Duskendale highlights the difficulties in maintaining regional control in 

Westeros. Rebel forces target Duskendale, a town strategically situated along 

the western coast, in an effort to weaken Lannister authority and interfere with 

supply routes. In the conflict, loyalist Lannister soldiers defend the town from 

rebellious assailants who want to take over the port and its environs. The 

Lannisters use disciplined forces and superior strategy to repel the attackers 

and keep control of the town despite initial surprise and fierce fighting. The 

conflict emphasizes how crucial it is to hold strategic positions, illustrates the 

Riverlands' continued instability, and shows how small-scale skirmishes may 

have an impact on the war's overall dynamics. 

 

26.​Battles of the Fords 
 

The War of the Five Kings' early conflicts, known as the Battles of the Fords, 

take place at significant river crossings in the Riverlands. Robb Stark tries to 

seize strategic fords as he moves south in order to stop Lannister forces from 

moving freely and to safeguard northern supply routes. The battles, which 

frequently rely on ambushes, terrain advantages, and swift cavalry strikes, are 

skirmishes between northern forces and Lannister bannermen. Tactical skill is 

prioritized over sheer numbers in these brutal but small-scale battles. Tywin's 

army is slowed, Lannister communications are disrupted, and Stark morale is 

boosted by Northern victories at multiple fords. Robb's skillful use of mobility 

 



 

and strategy to hold important positions and sustain momentum early in the 

war is evident in the Battles of the Fords. 

 

27.​Surrender of Riverrun 
 

The fall of House Tully's ancestral seat to Lannister forces is symbolized by 

the Surrender of Riverrun, a crucial event in the War of the Five Kings. Robb 

Stark's forces are overextended following a string of northern victories and 

campaigns in the Riverlands, and Tywin and his commanders lead the 

Lannisters in an overwhelmingly powerful advance. In order to save the lives 

of his people, Edmure Tully negotiates Riverrun's surrender in the face of 

overwhelming numbers and the knowledge that further resistance would 

cause enormous casualties and devastation. The surrender highlights the 

boundaries of northern power despite battlefield victories, gives the Lannisters 

control of the western Riverlands, and reduces Stark influence in the area. It 

emphasizes how survival, diplomacy, and strategy interact in Westeros during 

a war. 

 

 

Preparations before the War 
 
Kingslanding 
 

Long before either side faced off on the river, the Battle of the Blackwater was being 

prepared for. Tyrion Lannister was the de facto commander of the city's fortifications 

at King's Landing, and his planning was influenced by his acute awareness of their 

greatest weakness: the sea. Tyrion concentrated nearly just on converting the 

Blackwater Rush into a deadly trap since he knew that Stannis Baratheon's power 

was based in his navy. The most important part of this was the massive boom chain 

that he secretly gave the city's foundries and smiths instructions to build. Day and 

night, every forge has been shifted from producing swords or armor to iron links. 

After it was finished, the chain was kept submerged and anchored across the river to 

avoid being discovered by Stannis's fleet. 

 



 

Tyrion’s intention was to let the enemy sail deep into the river’s mouth and then raise 

the chain, trapping the ships inside at the moment of his choosing. 

 

Tyrion made the choice to increase wildfire production parallel with this engineering 

effort. He took control of the alchemists' guild and gave them orders to make 

thousands of jars: much more than anybody had dared to ask for since Aerys II's 

reign. Once the trap was triggered, these jars were loaded onto small, disposable 

vessels that would be set on fire and launched into the center of Stannis's fleet. In 

addition to harming the enemy, the wildfire was designed to create panic, chaos, and 

total destruction inside a small area where the ships were unable to move or flee. 

 

Additionally, Tyrion strengthened King's Landing's physical defenses. He expected a 

massive attack if Stannis tried an instant landing, therefore the city walls were 

strengthened, particularly around the Mud Gate. Along the riverfront, towers held 

scorpions, archers, and catapults that were loaded with stones, blazing pitch, and 

even more jars of wildfire. He restructured the Gold Cloaks inside the city, removing 

disloyal members and putting Ser Jacelyn Bywater in command to maintain order. 

This was important because the city's internal instability, which was brought on by 

food shortages, terror, and dissatisfaction was threatening to undermine the war 

effort. Tyrion spent a great deal of time managing morale among nobles, soldiers, 

and commoners alike, even forcing influential lords to stay in the city so that their 

presence would reassure the population. Despite friction with Cersei, he tried to keep 

the royal family visible enough to prevent accusations of cowardice while secretly 

preparing escape plans for key individuals if the walls fell. 

 

Baratheons 
 
Stannis Baratheon was ready to deal the final blow, while King's Landing was ready 

to withstand a siege. Building and assembling a sizable fleet from Dragonstone, the 

Stormlands, and other coastal vassals was the first step in his preparations. In order 

to get his soldiers inside the city before the defenders could build a strong defense, 

Stannis planned a quick and decisive naval attack. He assumed that the 

disorganized forces defending Joffrey Baratheon would be outmatched by his plan, 

which depended on his naval advantage and the discipline of his army. In order to 

 



 

maintain unity among his supporters, he also brought Melisandre along for a large 

portion of his planning phase. However, he left her behind for the final approach in 

order to prevent conflict among traditional minded lords and sailors. 

 

On land, Stannis made simple preparations: gather a veteran army, equip them for a 

direct assault, and move swiftly to prevent the Lannisters from gathering allies. He 

didn't want an extended siege; he wanted to move quickly and decisively. He used 

rams, scaling ladders, siege towers, and heavily equipped men that had been trained 

to break through city fortifications. Given that they were unaware of the buried chain 

and the size of the blaze that awaited them, his commanders thought the river 

crossing and landing would be difficult but achievable 

 

Thus, both sides prepared for the same battle with entirely different philosophies. 

Stannis prepared for a fast, forceful strike based on his superior navy and disciplined 

troops. Tyrion prepared for a defensive ambush that would cripple that very navy 

before it could deploy its strength. The clash between these preparations;the fleet 

sailing confidently into the Blackwater, and the wildfire igniting once the chain rose 

were the things that determined the course and outcome of one of the most dramatic 

battles of the war. 

 

Battlefield Movements and Actions (Step By Step) 

 

Before dawn, Stannis’s fleet sailed into the mouth of the Blackwater Rush. His ships 

formed a tight formation: the larger war galleys in front, transports behind. Davos 

Seaworth commanded the vanguard, leading the first line upriver. Stannis himself 

stayed aboard his flagship deeper in the formation, directing the overall advance. 

 

As the fleet advanced inland, the river mouth appeared unguarded, except for a 

small group of Lannister ships positioned near the Mud Gate. Those ships did not 

 



 

move to engage; they simply blocked the river, drifting strangely. Stannis ordered the 

vanguard to close the distance, expecting the defenders to break. 

 

When the fleet reached the center of the river, a single, unmanned ship drifted into 

the middle of Davos’s formation. It suddenly ignited in a massive burst of green 

wildfire. The explosion expanded outward, engulfing dozens of nearby vessels at 

once. Ships shattered, masts collapsed, and burning men fell into the water. The 

vanguard was annihilated in seconds, and the flames spread rapidly among nearby 

hulls. 

 

As the surviving ships tried to pull back toward the sea, the defenders of King’s 

Landing raised the hidden chain across the mouth of the Blackwater. The fleet, now 

turned around and fleeing from the wildfire, crashed into the chain and into each 

other. The trapped ships jammed together, limiting movement and making it 

impossible to regroup. 

 

Despite the chaos on the river, Stannis ordered his remaining unburned vessels to 

continue the assault. Soldiers boarded skiffs and small boats and rowed toward the 

shore. These landing parties concentrated on the Mud Gate, the most accessible 

point for an infantry surge. Under the cover of their surviving ships’ artillery, Stannis’s 

men landed and formed shield walls on the docks. 

 

From the walls, Lannister archers and siege engines rained arrows, stones, and jars 

of burning pitch onto the attackers. Stannis’s infantry, however, maintained formation 

and pushed forward up the ramp toward the gate. Their heavy shields allowed them 

to advance steadily despite losses. Stannis himself disembarked and led his front 

line directly, rallying his men and driving the assault. 

 

 



 

Inside the city, the defenders began to falter, so Tyrion Lannister led a sortie out of 

the gate. His mixed force of knights, sellswords, and city guards charged down the 

ramp into Stannis’s infantry, trying to break their momentum. The clash was intense; 

the two lines locked together in brutal melee. Tyrion’s sortie stalled the attackers 

temporarily but did not break them. During the fighting, Tyrion was wounded, and his 

assault began to lose cohesion. 

 

Stannis’s infantry regained the initiative and pushed back toward the gate. Ladders 

were raised against the walls near the river, and assault groups began climbing. 

Others battered the Mud Gate with axes and rams. For a brief period, Stannis’s men 

were on the verge of breaking through; several small groups even reached the top of 

the battlements. 

 

At this critical moment, a new force appeared: the combined Lannister–Tyrell army, 

commanded by Tywin Lannister and Mace Tyrell, entered the battle from the north 

through the Kingswood side, sweeping down on Stannis’s rear. Their cavalry 

charged into Stannis’s ground forces, who were already tightly packed between the 

walls and the river, leaving them no room to maneuver or retreat. 

 

The sudden cavalry impact shattered Stannis’s infantry formations. Rear units 

collapsed, and the front lines that still trying to storm the gate found themselves 

trapped and surrounded. Many were cut down on the beach. Others attempted to 

flee toward the remaining boats, only to find them burning or already taken. 

 

Stannis himself continued fighting near the walls until he was physically dragged 

away by his remaining knights. With his navy destroyed and his ground forces 

broken between the walls and the relieving army, the entire offensive collapsed. 

Survivors retreated in small clusters, some escaping by boat, most dying before 

reaching the water. 

 



 

 

CHARACTERS  

 

KING'S LANDING 

 

Joffrey Baratheon 

 

Joffrey Baratheon is known as the oldest child of King Robert Baratheon and Queen 

Cersei Lannister who got married for a political alliance after Robert took the throne by force 

from Aerys II Targaryen known as the ”Mad King”. In reality, Joffrey is the child who was 

born from a secret incest relationship between Cersei Lannister and Jamie Lannister which 

are twin siblings. He has two younger siblings called Myrcella and Tommen Baratheon who 

were also born from this incest relationship which is thought to be the reason of Joffrey’s 

psychopathic actions.  

 

Joffrey, having the physical appearance of Lannister’s was known for his spoiled, 

arrogant, cowardly, childish and sadistic personality even before he was appointed as the king 

of Seven Kingdoms and being one of the most malevolent Westerosi monarchs. 

In Season 1, Joffrey Baratheon is introduced as the crown prince who accompanies 

his parents to Winterfell, where he becomes formally betrothed to Sansa Stark. Although he 

initially presents himself as polite and charming, his psychopathic side quickly surfaces. 

During a journey on the Kingsroad, he cruelly attacks Arya’s friend Mycah without 

provocation. When Arya and her direwolf Nymeria behave to protect Mycah from Joffrey’s 

attack, he gets injured by the wolf. Later on, he lies about the occasion and causes the 

decision of Arya’s direwolf’s execution but since Nymeria is lost, they kill Sansa’s direwolf, 

Lady. 

Upon returning to King’s Landing, Joffrey begins exhibiting authoritarian ideas, 

speaking to his mother about oppressing the North rather than ruling it. His relationship with 

Sansa becomes more strained as his arrogance grows. Meanwhile, Ned Stark discovers the 

truth about Joffrey’s illegitimate parentage, him being a bastard born from two sibling’s 

incest relationship.  

 



 

King Robert Baratheon’s grievous wounding in a hunting accident causes his death 

and lets Joffrey ascend to the Iron Throne, ordering preparations be made to crown him 

within the fortnight. Ned Stark refuses to recognize Joffrey's claim to the Iron Throne and 

presents a proclamation from Robert making him Regent and Protector of the Realm to 

enforce his authority, but Cersei tears up the document. Ned expects Lord Petyr Baelish and 

Commander Janos Slynt of the City Watch to take Cersei and Joffrey prisoners, but he gets 

betrayed and taken into custody by them instead.  

Although Joffrey promises to show mercy to Ned Stark if he confesses treason, he 

disregards the agreement, shocking even his mother and the Small Council ordering Ned 

Stark’s public execution which triggers a war with the North. This action also demonstrates 

the negative change in his behaviour against Sansa, who begged for him to show mercy. 

In Season 2, Joffrey becomes even more oppressive. On his name day, he publicly 

humiliates Ser Dontos who was serving as one of the best knights for long years and 

continues torturing Sansa, prompting his uncle Tyrion Lannister who is appointed as acting 

Hand of the King by his father Tywin Lannister, to clash with him repeatedly. Rumors about 

Joffrey’s lineage causes him paranoia, and his response is the order of a massacre of King 

Robert’s bastards across the city, sparking civil unrest. 

As tensions rise in the capital, Joffrey’s cruelty intensifies. He threatens Sansa 

constantly and allows Kingsguard members to abuse her, rejecting Tyrion’s attempts to 

control his violent impulses. When a starving crowd in Flea Bottom riots, Joffrey panics and 

demands the mob to be slaughtered, escalating the chaos. 

During the Battle of the Blackwater, Joffrey initially postures as a brave commander 

but quickly reveals his cowardice as soon as danger gets close. He abandons the battlefield 

under his mother’s orders, leaving Tyrion to lead the defense. Although the Lannisters and 

Tyrells ultimately win the battle due to Tywin’s timely arrival and Tyrion’s motivation call to 

the army, Joffrey takes the credit and rewards himself with a political marriage to Margaery 

Tyrell, discarding Sansa Stark at the end of the season. 

 

Tyrion Lannister 

 

 



 

Tyrion Lannister is the last child born from the marriage of Lord Tywin Lannister and 

Joanna Lannister which makes him the younger brother of Cersei and Jaime Lannister. He 

faces lots of prejudice during his life because he was born as a dwarf even being called as 

“Imp” and “Halfman” but overcomes it using his wit and intelligence. He was also blamed 

for the death of his mother, Joanna Lannister, by his siblings and father, since she died during 

his birth.  

When he comes of age, Tyrion is placed in charge of the sewers at Casterly Rock 

which is a humiliatingly low-status position designed to keep him out of sight. To avoid his 

father, Tyrion begins spending long periods at King’s Landing. He forms a congenial bond 

with Jaime, Myrcella, and Tommen, while maintaining a distrustful relationship with Cersei 

and her son Joffrey. Despite this tension, Tyrion remains dedicated to the survival of House 

Lannister through all his life. 

In season 1, Tyrion travels with King Robert’s court to Winterfell, where he meets Jon 

Snow and bonds with him over their shared status as outsiders. Tyrion expresses his 

philosophy “All dwarfs are bastards in their father’s eyes” and encourages Jon to embrace 

knowledge as a weapon. After Bran Stark’s fall from the window, Tyrion is the only Lannister 

who insists on visiting the Starks to pay proper respects. 

On the Kingsroad, he continues mentoring Jon and encouraging Jon to treat the 

Night’s Watch recruits with respect. He is asked by the Watch leadership to call for more 

support from the king, though Tyrion doubts tales of “monsters beyond the Wall.” 

On his return south, Tyrion is ambushed and arrested by Catelyn Stark at the Inn at 

the Crossroads for supposedly attempting to murder Bran by throwing him out the window. 

He is taken to the Eyrie, where Catelyn Stark’s sister Lysa Arryn imprisons him in a sky-cell 

accusing him of conspiring in Jon Arryn’s death. Through negotiation and his cunning 

brilliance, Tyrion manages to demand a trial by combat, where the sellsword Bronn 

volunteers to win his freedom.  

After Bronn wins the combat with his freedom, Tyrion encounters the hill tribes of the 

Vale and manipulates them into allying with the Lannister army. His successful deliverance of 

new warriors to Tywin’s war camp brings him reluctant respect from the army but not yet 

from his father. Followingly, Tywin orders him to lead the tribes in the Battle of Green Fork, 
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hoping for his death. However, Tyrion gets knocked unconscious by one of his own fighters 

and survives. 

Recognizing Tyrion’s intelligence and diplomatic potential, Tywin sends him to 

King’s Landing to act as Hand of the King in his place tasked with controlling Joffrey, 

managing court politics, and preventing the Lannisters from losing the throne.  

In season 2, Tyrion immediately clashes with Cersei over her political failures and 

Joffrey’s escalating violence as he arrives in King’s Landing. He quickly asserts his authority 

at the Small Council, begins reorganizing the city’s corrupt structures, exiles Janos Slynt for 

murdering Robert’s bastards, elevates Bronn to lead the City Watch, and exposes Pycelle who 

is the Grand Maester for multiple kings and a member of the Small Council, as a traitor. 

He tries to stabilize the capital by negotiating alliances, controlling Joffrey’s impulses, 

and preparing for an invasion from Stannis Baratheon. He also maneuvers to protect Sansa 

Stark from Joffrey’s abuse. 

Tyrion discovers that Cersei has stockpiled vast amounts of wildfire and takes control 

of the substance to use strategically. After Joffrey triggers a riot among the starving citizens, 

Tyrion openly berates him as a “vicious idiot,” revealing himself as the only effective 

governing force in the city. 

During the Battle of the Blackwater, Tyrion masterminds the defense of King’s 

Landing, using wildfire to destroy a large portion of Stannis’s fleet. He personally leads the 

ground defense when Joffrey flees the battlefield once more. However, during the fighting he 

gets betrayed and nearly murdered by Ser Mandon Moore, surviving only because Podrick 

Payne intervenes. 

Following the battle, Tywin and the Tyrell forces take credit for saving the city while 

Tyrion gets removed as the Hand of the king, stripped of power, and placed in new chambers. 

Despite this betrayal, Tyrion chooses to remain in King’s Landing to continue fighting 

political corruption, believing that outmaneuvering his enemies is his purpose. 

 

Ser Bronn 
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Bronn, later known as Ser Bronn of the Blackwater and Commander of the City 

Watch, is one of the most remarkable social climbers in Westerosi history. Beginning his life 

as a nameless sellsword with no noble blood, land, and allegiances; Bronn rises through wit, 

pragmatism, and sheer combat skill. His ascent perfectly captures the turbulence of the 

late-War of the Five Kings period, when political unrest made it possible for smart and brutal 

characters to break through conventional class boundaries. 

A hardened mercenary, Bronn comes from a violent and impoverished background. 

He states that his nose was broken several times before the age of ten, that his parents 

frequently beat him, and that he killed for the first time before turning twelve in self-defense 

against an axe-wielding woman. This mercenary shapes his two main philosophies “fight 

smart, not noble” and “never fight for honor, only for profit.” 

Despite his lack of noble training, Bronn is one of the deadliest fighters in the series, 

relying on speed and tactical awareness.  

Bronn’s life changes entirely when he volunteers to fight for Tyrion Lannister’s 

freedom in his trial by combat at the Eyrie and eventually wins. Over time, Bronn becomes 

Tyrion’s bodyguard though he repeatedly reminds Tyrion that their relationship is 

transactional and that his loyalty follows the highest bidder. Nonetheless, the two develop a 

rapport based on mutual intelligence and practicality while his service to Tyrion steadily 

elevates his status.  

 

Sandor Clegane 

Sandor Clegane, widely known as the Hound or the dog with a burn scar, is the 

younger brother of Ser Gregor Clegane, and one of the most formidable warriors in Westeros. 

He serves as the personal bodyguard of Prince Joffrey Baratheon at the beginning and as the 

Kingsguard after Joffrey’s coronation even though he is not a real knight which holds deep 

contempt for any concept of knighthood. Throughout his life, Sandor is shaped by extreme 

violence and trauma, ultimately becoming one of the most complex and morally grey 

characters in the series. 

 

 



 

Sandor’s trauma begins at a very early age, when his brother Gregor punishes him by 

shoving his face into a burning brazier just because playing with a discarded toy. This 

punishment leaves half of his face permanently disfigured and gives him a lifelong fear of 

any and all types of fire. The Clegane patriarch dismisses the injury as an accident, 

reinforcing Sandor’s understanding that brutality governs the world instead of justice. His 

hatred of Gregor, and of knighthood collaborated when Gregor was later knighted despite his 

monstrous cruelty. This unfair occasion drove Sandor to reject all traditions of chivalry and 

courtly ideals. Instead, he embraces a harsh realism which advocates killing is simply a trade 

and that men who kill “legally” are not much different from those who do not. 

Sandor is a massive and extremely skilled fighter who is capable of overpowering 

most opponents easily, though he is overshadowed by Gregor’s monstrous size. His preferred 

armor is heavy, dark, and complemented by a hound-shaped helmet symbolizing his family 

sigil. His warhorse, Stranger, named after the death-god in the Faith of the Seven further 

reinforces his grim persona. 

Despite his grim outlook, Sandor is not devoid of humanity. His complicated 

interactions with Sansa Stark and Arya Stark reveal a man torn between brutality and 

reluctant compassion who carries a piece of humanity deep in his heart.  

In season 1, Sandor Clegane enters the story as part of King Robert Baratheon’s royal 

entourage traveling to Winterfell. As Prince Joffrey’s sworn protector, he remains constantly 

at his side, silently observing the political dynamics between the Starks and the Lannisters. 

On the Kingsroad, Sandor participates in the aftermath of the conflict between Joffrey, Arya, 

and the butcher’s boy Mycah. Acting under Lannister orders, he hunts down and kills the 

unarmed boy, showing no remorse when Ned Stark confronts him, coldly asserting that 

Mycah simply “did not run fast enough.” 

Upon returning to King’s Landing, he witnesses his brother Gregor’s brutal behavior 

in the tournament held in Ned Stark’s honor. When Gregor attempts to murder Ser Loras 

Tyrell after losing a joust, Sandor intervenes and saves Loras engaging Gregor in a violent 

duel that ends only when King Robert commands them to stop. This duel emphasizes the 

depth of the brothers’ enmity and Sandor’s lingering trauma. 

After Robert’s death, Sandor stands by Joffrey’s side as he seizes the Iron Throne. He 

plays a direct role in the Lannister coup against Ned Stark’s guards and later assists in 

 



 

capturing Sansa Stark. He is present at Ned’s execution and personally collects his severed 

head. Despite his ruthless actions, Sandor subtly intervenes to save Sansa from Joffrey’s 

wrath when she impulsively threatens the king. This marks the beginning of his complex, 

protective relationship with her. 

Sandor continues to serve Joffrey during Season 2, participating in tournaments and 

standing witness as the young king’s cruelty keeps escalating. He remains uncomfortable 

with Joffrey’s sadistic treatment of Sansa, and after one particularly humiliating public 

beating, Sandor silently offers Sansa his white Kingsguard cloak to cover herself with a rare 

moment of compassion. 

When the population riots against Joffrey in King’s Landing, Sandor fights through 

the crowd to rescue the king but openly mocks him afterward, noting the mob wants Joffrey 

dead just as much as he desires their deaths. He then risks his life again to save Sansa from 

being assaulted during the chaos, though he downplays his actions. 

During the Battle of the Blackwater, Sandor fights bravely at first but is paralyzed by 

terror when wildfire sets the bay ablaze because his fear of fire overwhelms and forces him to 

withdraw from battle. After Bronn saves him from near death, Sandor refuses to continue 

fighting and famously abandons both the battlefield and his Kingsguard vows, cursing against 

the king, Joffrey. He flees to Sansa’s chambers, offering to take her north and protect her, but 

she refuses, believing Stannis’s forces will soon take the city. Sandor then leaves King’s 

Landing behind for good. 

 

Cersei Lannister 

Queen Cersei Lannister, is the only daughter of Lord Tywin and Lady Joanna 

Lannister growing up amidst power, privilege, and emotional neglect. From childhood she 

hates his younger brother Tyrion and accuses him of killing their mother while forming an 

unbreakable bond with her twin brother Jaime both emotionally and sexually. Although she is 

married to King Robert Baratheon for political gain, her true loyalty and passion remain tied 

to Jaime, secretly having three children from him who are known as Baratheons. 

 



 

Cersei’s cunning and impulsive personality becomes even more obsessed with 

control, paranoia, and maintaining power over the years in order to protect her children. Also, 

her longing for political agency often clashes with the gender expectations of Westeros, 

fueling her bitterness toward a world ruled by men which in her opinion are less competent 

than herself. 

At the beginning of season 1, Cersei is already Queen of Robert Baratheon, through 

their political marriage which lacks love. She and Jaime secretly discuss the death of Jon 

Arryn, suspecting he may have discovered the truth about their children’s parentage. When 

Robert travels to Winterfell to appoint Ned Stark as the new Hand, Cersei accompanies him 

and sees Sansa Stark as a potential daughter-in-law. 

The central conflict of the season starts when Bran Stark is pushed out of the window 

by Jaime Lannister because of accidentally discovering his secret relationship with Cersei. 

When Bran survives this brutal attack, Cersei attempts to manipulate Catelyn Stark by 

sharing a supposed story of her own infant son who died.  

Back in King’s Landing, she attempts to temper Joffrey’s cruelty but also instills in 

him a worldview defined by fear and manipulation by sharing her own philosophy of 

“Anyone who isn’t us is an enemy” and causing Joffrey’s tyrannical behavior. 

As Ned investigates Jon Arryn’s death, Cersei confronts him. Ned reveals he knows 

her children were fathered by Jaime, and she boldly refuses to deny it. Ned urges her to flee 

before Robert returns from hunting, but Cersei responds with her iconic warning: “When you 

play the game of thrones, you win or you die.” 

When Robert is mortally wounded, Cersei disregards his final decree which names 

Ned Stark Protector of the Realm and instead seizes the throne for Joffrey. She orchestrates 

Ned’s arrest with Littlefinger’s help and betrayal to Stark’s. Despite making arrangements to 

spare Ned in exchange for a confession, Joffrey defies her and orders Ned’s execution. Cersei 

is visibly horrified by a possible war, but her influence over Joffrey has already slipped 

beyond her control. 

Season 1 ends with the Lannisters and Starks at open war, Jaime captured, the North 

marching south, and Cersei scrambling to maintain her grip on power while protecting her 

children. 

 



 

In season 2, Cersei rules as Queen Regent during the War of the Five Kings, but her 

authority becomes undermined by the arrival of Tyrion who is appointed as Acting Hand by 

Tywin, their father. Cersei resents Tyrion’s intelligence and political acuity, sensing he 

threatens her power. Their rivalry intensifies as Tyrion dismantles her alliances, removes 

Janos Slynt, arrests Pycelle, and asserts control over the city’s defenses. 

Meanwhile, Stannis Baratheon spreads letters revealing the truth of her incest, 

igniting widespread rumors. Joffrey’s increasing cruelty culminating in the massacre of 

Robert’s bastards destabilizes the capital, and Cersei struggles to rein him in. When riots 

erupt in King’s Landing, she is shaken by the fear that the smallfolk no longer see the 

Lannisters as protectors but tyrants. 

Her reliance on Lancel as both lover and spy becomes a vulnerability Tyrion exploits, 

turning Lancel into an informant. She also mistakenly abducts Ros, believing her to be 

Tyrion’s lover, and uses her as leverage. Despite her political flaws, Cersei shows rare 

moments of vulnerability as she confides to Sansa about motherhood and to Tyrion about her 

fears regarding Joffrey’s instability. 

During the Battle of the Blackwater, Cersei shelters with the court’s women in 

Maegor’s Holdfast, drinking heavily and keeping Ser Ilyn Payne present to kill them should 

the city fall. Convinced defeat is inevitable, she prepares to poison Tommen to spare him 

Stannis’s wrath, only for Tywin to arrive at the last moment and declare victory. 

Following the battle, Cersei publicly elevates Tywin, Baelish, and Loras Tyrell, 

orchestrating Joffrey’s engagement to Margaery securing the Lannisters’ alliance with the 

Tyrells. Her animosity toward Tyrion grows as rumors spread that she ordered his 

assassination during the chaos.  

 

Lord Varys  

Lord Varys, known throughout the Seven Kingdoms as the Spider, serves as Master of 

Whisperers on the royal Small Council while operating one of the most extensive espionage 

networks in both Westeros and Essos. Varys creates a carefully crafted image, with his 

 



 

boundless politeness and soft-spokenness masking one of the realm's most brilliant and 

dangerous political minds. 

Born a slave in Lys, Varys spent his early life among a troupe of traveling actors 

before he was sold to a sorcerer in Myr. The sorcerer paralyzed him with a potion, mutilated 

him as part of a mysterious ritual, and discarded him as worthless. The trauma shaped Varys’s 

lifelong hatred of magic and pushed him into the shadows of survival, where he learned to 

beg, steal, and eventually to sell secrets. Teaming up with Illyrio Mopatis, he constructed a 

web of informants, many of them children that became the foundation of the “little birds” he 

later employed in King’s Landing. 

His reputation as an information broker grew so enormous that he was eventually 

invited to serve King Aerys II Targaryen. Unlike many at court, Varys understood the king’s 

increasing paranoia and fed him intelligence to keep him calm and steer him away from rash 

decisions. He tried to prevent the executions of Brandon and Rickard Stark, warning that they 

would ignite rebellion which is actually a prediction that proved to be true when Robert’s 

Rebellion began. During the sack of King’s Landing, Varys again counseled caution, telling 

Aerys not to trust Tywin Lannister. After the Targaryen fall, he was spared execution thanks 

to Jon Arryn, who argued that Varys’s network was too valuable to discard. 

By the time the series begins, Varys is entrenched in the Small Council, loyal not to a 

specific king but to what he calls “the realm” the stability and safety of the common people. 

He despises cruelty toward children and treats his young spies with unusual care, offering 

them protection in exchange for their loyalty.  

In Season 1, following Jon Arryn's sudden death, Varys quietly deals with the tensions 

within the palace. He greets Ned Stark graciously but also remains mysterious, balancing 

warning and manipulation. Along with Lord Baelish, he identifies the dagger used against 

Bran Stark, but Baelish is the only one who lies about its origin. Although Maester Pycelle 

implies that Varys is untrustworthy, Varys responds by revealing that Jon Arryn was indeed 

murdered, but conceals the identity of the culprit. 

In the tunnels beneath the Red Keep, Arya overhears Varys conspiring with Illyrio, 

demonstrating that the Spider's alliances extend far beyond Robert Baratheon's rule. When 

Ned Stark is imprisoned, Varys visits him with unusual warmth, confesses his treason, and 

 



 

encourages him to rescue Sansa. Ned agrees, but Joffrey's impulsive execution shocks even 

Varys and reaffirms his belief that unpredictable rulers endanger the entire realm. 

In season 2, under King Joffrey, Varys continues his quiet work, this time forging a 

more trusting alliance with Tyrion Lannister, the acting Hand of the King. He warns Tyrion 

about Shae, participates in the clever test of council loyalty, and admires Tyrion’s political 

skill, telling him that “a very small man can cast a very large shadow.” 

He aids in preparations for the Battle of Blackwater, shares intelligence on Stannis’s 

use of Melisandre’s magic, and expresses deep concern about Daenerys Targaryen’s dragons, 

seeing them as a threat to the realm’s stability. During the battle, he supports Tyrion’s defense 

strategies and later laments how Tyrion is punished rather than celebrated for saving the city. 

By the end of season 2, Varys continues to expand his spy network, quietly recruiting 

new informants and maneuvering behind the scenes, all while maintaining the mask of the 

gentle, agreeable, and supposedly harmless court eunuch. 

 

LANNISTERS  

 

Tywin Lannister 

Tywin Lannister is the formidable head of House Lannister, serving as Lord of 

Casterly Rock, Warden of the West, Hand of the King and Protector of the Realm for 

different monarchs over the time. Though three kings sat the Iron Throne during his lifetime, 

Tywin was the true power and fear behind it with his ruthless pragmatism, cold intelligence, 

and absolute control. He has three children called Cersei, Jaime who are twins, and dwarf 

Tyrion from Joanna Lannister who lost her life during the birth of their youngest child, 

Tyrion; and three grandchildren named Joffrey, Myrcella, and Tommen.  

Tywin inherited a declining house. His father, Tytos Lannister, had let the Lannister 

reputation sink into mockery, indulging in poor loans and allowing vassals to openly defy 

him. Tywin reversed this weakness with brutal efficiency most notably by crushing House 

Reyne of Castamere and House Tarbeck, extinguishing both lines and solidifying the 

Lannister reputation for being merciless with rebellion. “The Rains of Castamere,” the 

 



 

haunting song born of Tywin’s campaign, became a symbol of what it meant to cross House 

Lannister. Under Tywin, the phrase “A Lannister always pays his debts” became a warning as 

much as a boast. 

Tywin served as Hand of the King under Aerys II Targaryen for twenty years, ruling 

the realm with absolute competence. But Aerys grew jealous of Tywin's authority. The 

breaking point came when Aerys refused Tywin’s proposal to marry Cersei to Prince Rhaegar 

and instead made Jaime join the Kingsguard, stealing Tywin’s heir. Tywin resigned, and when 

Robert’s Rebellion erupted, he remained neutral until the outcome was assured. Then, in a 

masterstroke of political ruthlessness, he marched on King's Landing under false banners of 

loyalty. Once admitted, he ordered the city sacked and the royal family murdered. To Robert 

Baratheon, he presented the bodies of Rhaegar’s children as a political gift proof of Lannister 

allegiance. This act forever divided Westeros: some saw Tywin as pragmatic, others as 

monstrous. 

Though outwardly devoted to family, Tywin remained blind to the greatest secret of 

all the incest between Jaime and Cersei. The truth behind Joffrey’s illegitimacy was 

uncovered by Jon Arryn and Eddard Stark, triggering the very conflicts Tywin later exploited. 

In season 1, when Catelyn Stark captured Tyrion over Bran’s attempted assassination, 

Tywin took the act as an affront to House Lannister and prepared for war. He sent Jaime to 

confront Eddard Stark, and personally led a massive Westerlands force into the Riverlands, 

ordering Jaime to besiege Riverrun. Tywin’s strategic mind saw the larger conflict clearly: 

Eddard’s arrest, Robert’s death, and Joffrey’s sudden claim to the throne placed the realm on 

the brink of collapse. 

When Tyrion returned to him with an army of hill tribes after winning a trial by 

combat in the Vale, Tywin allowed them to fight for the Lannisters amused that they 

demanded Tyrion personally lead them. Tywin underestimated Robb Stark, assuming the 

“green boy” would crumble in battle, but Tyrion warned that Robb was cleverer than he 

appeared. Tywin won the battle at the Green Fork, only to discover Robb had tricked him into 

splitting his forces and capturing Jaime in the Whispering Wood. 

After Jaime’s defeat, Tywin convened a war council. With Stannis and Renly both 

declaring themselves kings and Robb rising in the North, the situation was dire. Tyrion, 

however, impressed Tywin by correctly diagnosing the political disaster Joffrey caused by 

 



 

executing Ned Stark. Tywin sent Tyrion to King's Landing to act as Hand in his place, 

warning him to keep the boy king under control and forbidding him to bring Shae warnings 

Tyrion promptly ignored. 

Tywin spent much of the war at Harrenhal, where he commanded Lannister forces 

against Robb Stark. Despite his victories, Robb consistently outmaneuvered him winning at 

Oxcross and marching closer to Casterly Rock. Tywin’s frustration grew as he hosted war 

councils, reevaluating strategy while dealing with his sadistic bannermen like Amory Lorch 

and Gregor Clegane. 

He unknowingly took Arya Stark as his cupbearer, impressed by her intelligence and 

boldness. Their scenes together revealed a rare side of Tywin, someone who valued cunning, 

discipline, and clear thinking. He sensed something unusual about Arya but never discovered 

her identity. Meanwhile, she used her connection to Jaqen H’ghar to have Amory Lorch 

killed moments before he could expose her. 

As Stannis’s fleet sailed for King’s Landing, Tywin realized the war had transformed 

into a two-front crisis: Robb in the West and Stannis in the South. Forced to choose, he 

marched for the capital, leaving Gregor in command of Harrenhal. Arya escaped soon after. 

Tywin arrived at the Battle of the Blackwater at the perfect moment, charging into the 

city with House Tyrell at his side. His intervention shattered Stannis’s assault and saved 

King’s Landing. At Joffrey’s victory ceremony, Tywin rode his horse directly into the throne 

room, earning the title “Savior of the City” and reclaiming his position as Hand of the King, 

demonstrating his dominance in characteristically blunt fashion even as his horse defecated 

on the floor before the Iron Throne. 

 

Jaime Lannister 

Jaime Lannister, the eldest son of Tywin and Joanna Lannister and twin brother to 

Cersei, was once regarded as the handsome and talented golden prodigy of House Lannister. 

But his legacy was marred early when he broke his sacred Kingsguard vows by killing King 

Aerys II Targaryen during Robert’s Rebellion. Although this act secretly saved thousands of 

innocents from wildfire, the world knew only the surface, which is him murdering a king. 

 



 

From that moment on, he was branded “Kingslayer,” a title he carried with outward 

arrogance and inward bitterness for most of his life. 

Jaime’s life was defined by two powerful bonds: his devotion to his sister Cersei and 

his complicated loyalty to his family’s name. As teenagers, he and Cersei began an incestuous 

relationship that would continue for decades, even resulting in three children named Joffrey, 

Myrcella, and Tommen whose true parentage remained one of the greatest secrets in 

Westeros. To stay close to Cersei, Jaime allowed himself to be manipulated into joining the 

Kingsguard at sixteen, becoming the youngest man ever sworn into its ranks. The decision 

cost him his inheritance and enraged Tywin, who resigned as Hand in protest. 

Despite his elite status, Jaime struggled particularly with reading due to a cognitive 

difficulty when he was a child. Tywin forced him through hours of daily practice, a memory 

Jaime carried with resentment. He was, however, always kind to Tyrion, treating him with a 

warmth and loyalty unmatched by the rest of their family. 

During the Sack of King’s Landing, while Tywin’s forces slaughtered the Targaryens, 

Jaime remained in the Red Keep with Aerys, listening for hours as the Mad King chanted 

“Burn them all.” When Aerys ordered wildfire ignited throughout the capital and commanded 

Jaime to kill his own father, Jaime finally struck him down first killing Rossart the 

pyromancer to stop the plan, then stabbing Aerys at the foot of the Iron Throne. Though the 

truth of his heroism remained hidden, Ned Stark judged him instantly, planting the seeds of a 

hatred Jaime carried with him for years. 

In season 1, Jaime arrives at Winterfell with King Robert’s entourage and 

immediately attempts to navigate the political unease surrounding Jon Arryn’s death. When 

Bran Stark catches him and Cersei in an intimate moment, Jaime pushes the boy from a tower 

window “for love,” triggering the war that follows. 

At the feast, Jaime exchanges barbed words with Ned Stark, subtly challenging his 

honor and authority. His arrogance masks deep insecurity: Jaime knows Ned sees him only as 

the Kingslayer, not as the man who saved King’s Landing. When Bran unexpectedly 

survives, Jaime privately hopes he will die to protect their secret. 

Following Tyrion’s capture by Catelyn Stark, Jaime confronts Ned in the streets of 

King’s Landing and kills Jory Cassel before engaging Ned in a brutal duel. A guard’s 

 



 

interference ends the fight prematurely, and Jaime leaves the capital, furious that Tyrion’s fate 

hangs in the balance. 

Jaime later joins his father’s army, where Tywin harshly rebukes him for letting Ned 

Stark live. Tywin places him at the head of 30,000 men and sends him to besiege Riverrun. 

Jaime performs brilliantly in battle, crushing the Tully forces at the Golden Tooth and 

pressing the siege until Robb Stark outmaneuvers him at the Whispering Wood. Jaime is 

taken prisoner and held as the Starks’ most valuable bargaining chip. 

In season 2, imprisoned in Robb Stark’s camp, Jaime remains defiant, refusing to 

show fear or humility. He taunts Robb, derides the northern cause, and maintains an almost 

reckless disregard for his own safety. Only when faced with Grey Wind does he briefly lose 

his composure. 

To escape, Jaime manipulates his young cousin Alton pretending to bond with him in 

order to draw him close. Then he murders Alton, uses his body to lure a guard, and kills him 

too. Jaime is recaptured, enraging the Karstarks, whose son he murdered. Rickard Karstark 

demands Jaime’s death, but Catelyn intervenes to prevent the fragile northern alliance from 

collapsing. 

In the quiet darkness of his cell, Jaime challenges Catelyn’s idealism. He asks how a 

man can keep vows that constantly contradict one another and mocks the notion of honor 

itself. He reveals, with raw honesty, that he has only ever slept with Cersei, an admission 

meant both to provoke and to expose the hypocrisy of those who judge him. 

Realizing the war is falling apart and desperate to save her daughters, Catelyn frees 

Jaime and charges Brienne of Tarth with escorting him safely back to King’s Landing in 

exchange for Sansa and Arya. Jaime and Brienne’s journey becomes one of the most 

transformative arcs of his life. Though he mocks her appearance and loyalty, he grows 

gradually fascinated by her integrity. When Stark soldiers attempt to kill Jaime along the 

riverbank, Brienne dispatches them effortlessly, earning Jaime’s genuine respect. 

 

Ser Kevan Lannister 

 



 

Ser Kevan Lannister is the younger brother of Lord Tywin Lannister and one of the 

most steadfast and capable lieutenants in the Lannister military. Born the second son of Lord 

Tytos Lannister, Kevan grew up in the shadow of his brilliant, intimidating older brother, yet 

distinguished himself not through ruthlessness or ambition, but through reliability, 

competence, and unwavering loyalty. He married Dorna Swyft and fathered several children, 

including Lancel Lannister, who served as King Robert Baratheon’s squire. Though less 

imposing than Tywin, Kevan is respected as a thoughtful military commander whose 

judgment is often calm, level-headed, and honest. 

In season 1, Kevan appears early as one of the few figures Joffrey considers a possible 

ruler for the North, though Cersei quickly dismisses the boy’s fantasies. Otherwise, Kevan’s 

presence is felt mainly through reputation: even Robert mocks him indirectly when teasing 

Lancel, and Tyrion mentions him during his comical “confession” in the Eyrie, recalling a 

childhood prank involving goat droppings in Kevan’s boots. 

Kevan becomes a more active figure when Tyrion arrives at the Lannister camp after 

escaping Catelyn Stark’s custody. Kevan is genuinely relieved to see his nephew alive, 

greeting him warmly, a contrast to Tywin’s cold indifference. He briefs Tyrion on the 

successful Lannister victory at the Golden Tooth and Jaime’s ongoing siege of Riverrun. He 

is also present when messengers arrive reporting the movements of Robb Stark’s forces, 

prompting Tywin to order the Lannister host into action. 

At Tywin’s strategic council before the Battle of the Green Fork, Kevan supports the 

plan to place Tyrion and the hill tribes in the vanguard. He gently reassures Tyrion that the 

tribesmen fight with ferocity, though the arrangement is clearly meant to keep Tyrion in 

harm’s way. Kevan participates in the battle alongside Tywin; the Lannisters win the 

engagement, but soon learn they were outmaneuvered. Robb Stark successfully used their 

clash as a diversion to flank Jaime’s army at Riverrun, capturing Tywin’s heir and crippling 

half of Lannister strength in the Riverlands. 

After the crippling defeat at Whispering Wood, Kevan sits with Tywin to assess their 

dire position. With the Starks pressing from the north and Robert Baratheon’s brothers 

threatening from the south, Kevan becomes one of the first to openly raise the possibility of 

negotiating with the Starks. However, Tyrion reminds the council that any prospect of peace 

ended when King Joffrey executed Eddard Stark. Forced to confront a war on multiple fronts, 

 



 

Kevan helps organize the Lannister retreat to Harrenhal, where they hope to regroup and 

reassess. 

In season 2, Kevan continues to serve Tywin as a trusted adviser. At Harrenhal, he 

joins strategy meetings that reveal the increasing danger posed by Stannis Baratheon. Kevan 

warns that King’s Landing cannot withstand Stannis’s impending assault and urges Tywin to 

order Cersei and the royal children to flee to Casterly Rock. Though Tywin refuses to 

abandon the capital, Kevan’s argument reflects a pragmatic concern for the lives of their kin 

and the long-term stability of their house. 

Kevan also reports troop movements to Tywin, relaying that Robb Stark remains 

north of Ashemark. Tywin dismisses these reports, having been burned before by 

overconfidence in their scouts, a reminder of how Robb Stark repeatedly outmaneuvered 

them. Kevan brings further intelligence that Ramsay Snow has been sent to reclaim 

Winterfell from the Greyjoys, news that he believes may delay Robb’s advance on the 

Westerlands. Tywin, however, refuses to trust such assumptions and chooses to march west, 

leaving the defense of King’s Landing to their allies. 

 

Lancel Lannister 

Lancel Lannister is the eldest son of Ser Kevan Lannister and Lady Dorna Swyft, 

making him the nephew of Lord Tywin Lannister and the first cousin of Cersei, Jaime, and 

Tyrion. Like many members of his family, he has the signature Lannister blond hair and bears 

a notable resemblance to Jaime. As a young noble, Lancel serves as a squire to King Robert 

Baratheon, placing him close to the political heart of the realm despite his inexperience. 

In season 1, Lancel’s role at court initially seems trivial, mostly involving refilling 

Robert Baratheon’s wine cup. Robert frequently mocks him, teasing his name, belittling his 

family, and sending him on humiliating errands such as searching for a nonexistent 

“breastplate stretcher.” Ned Stark shows some pity for the boy, recognizing his mistreatment, 

but Robert takes pleasure in tormenting him. 

During the royal hunt, Lancel continues to ply Robert with wine, prompting whispers 

that his attentiveness may have contributed to the king’s fatal boar attack. Though no hard 

 



 

evidence emerges, Varys subtly suggests that Lancel’s role was not entirely 

accidental—hinting that Cersei may have used him to weaken the king. 

After Robert’s death and Jaime’s capture, Lancel becomes entangled in a dangerous 

secret relationship with Cersei. Young, impressionable, and eager to prove himself, he 

mistakes Cersei’s manipulation for affection and grows intoxicated by the power and 

intimacy she offers. Despite his excitement about the unfolding war, Cersei treats him as little 

more than a convenient tool, dismissing his questions and ordering him back to her bed 

whenever he becomes talkative. 

By the time of Season 2, Lancel has become a pawn in the political games of both 

Cersei and Tyrion. Now a knight, he attends court regularly and participates in the 

propaganda used to humiliate Sansa Stark repeating wild lies about Robb Stark leading an 

army of wolves and feasting on Lannister corpses. His eagerness to please Joffrey makes him 

a convenient mouthpiece for Lannister-controlled narratives. 

His secret with Cersei is exposed when Tyrion summons him for questioning after 

Pycelle’s arrest. Tyrion quickly deduces the affair, noticing details like the lavender oil that 

Cersei favors. When Tyrion threatens to expose the relationship to Jaime and Joffrey Lancel 

panics, collapses, and begs for mercy. Rather than punish him, Tyrion recruits him as an 

unwilling spy, forcing Lancel to report Cersei’s actions directly to him in exchange for 

silence. 

Through Lancel, Tyrion learns of the Queen’s plan to use wildfire in the upcoming 

defense of King’s Landing, a revelation that allows Tyrion to seize control of the substance 

and reshape the city’s war strategy. Lancel also becomes the messenger between Tyrion, 

Cersei, and Joffrey as tensions build. 

During the Battle of the Blackwater, Lancel fights with the city’s defenders and is 

wounded by an arrow during the initial skirmishes. Despite his injury, he returns to the Red 

Keep to update Cersei, only to be ordered to retrieve Joffrey from the front lines and bring 

him back to safety. Horrified by the tactical consequences, Lancel reluctantly delivers the 

message, giving Joffrey the excuse he needs to abandon the battlefield. 

When Lancel returns to Cersei, he angrily tells her that Joffrey’s retreat has shattered 

the morale of the defenders. He attempts, for the first time, to assert himself to warn her that 

 



 

her commands are endangering the city. But Cersei silences him with violence, striking his 

fresh wound and leaving him collapsed and screaming on the floor as she abandons him. 

 

Addam Marbrand 

Ser Addam Marbrand is the heir of Lord Damon Marbrand of Ashemark and a loyal 

bannerman of House Lannister. Known for his competence, discipline, and reliability, he is 

one of the knights Tywin Lannister trusts most deeply. Although he appears only briefly in 

the show, he plays a far more active role in the books, where he becomes a significant 

military figure within the Lannister command structure. 

In season 1, Ser Addam’s presence in the story begins through the reports of his 

outriders. His scouts bring Tywin Lannister early intelligence that Robb Stark’s army has 

crossed the Neck and is marching south along the Green Fork. Acting on this information, 

Tywin musters his forces and later defeats a smaller Stark detachment at the Battle of the 

Green Fork though the victory proves hollow when they learn Robb divided his host and used 

the main force to ambush Jaime at the Whispering Wood. 

Addam himself is present during Tywin’s war council following that disastrous blow. 

Surrounded by key bannermen like Ser Kevan Lannister, Leo Lefford, and Harys Swyft, he 

discusses the political situation, asking about the intentions of Stannis and Renly Baratheon. 

When the twin Baratheon threat becomes clear, Addam argues against seeking a truce, 

insisting that doing so would project weakness. He advocates instead for taking the fight 

directly to the Starks. Though Tywin does not fully adopt his suggestion, he respects Addam 

enough to keep him at the table and soon moves the Lannister host to Harrenhal, where 

Addam remains among the senior officers. 

However, in the books, Ser Addam Marbrand has a far more substantial role in A 

Song of Ice and Fire, where he is depicted as a tall, rangy man with long copper-colored hair 

and a smoke-gray cloak. He served as a page in Casterly Rock during his youth and forged a 

strong friendship with Jaime Lannister, one of the few people Jaime regards with genuine 

affection and trust. 

 



 

Tywin relies heavily on Addam’s judgment. During the early phase of the war, Addam 

commands Tywin’s outriders and volunteers to fight Robb Stark personally, dismissing the 

need for peace talks after the Lannisters’ defeats at Riverrun. Tywin later sends Addam’s 

riders to screen the army’s movements as they march to Harrenhal, an indication of the 

confidence he places in his capabilities. 

After surviving the Riverlands campaigns and participating in the retreat to King’s 

Landing, Addam is rewarded following the Battle of the Blackwater. Tywin appoints him 

Commander of the City Watch, a politically savvy decision: Addam is skilled enough to 

command the watch effectively and charismatic enough to maintain the loyalty of its men. 

Tyrion Lannister even notes the wisdom of choosing Addam, comparing his leadership 

potential to Jaime’s. 

Later, Addam continues the search for Tyrek Lannister, who vanished during the riots 

in King’s Landing, though he is no more successful than those who tried before him. When 

Jaime returns to the capital after his captivity, Addam briefly trains with him but is replaced 

out of Jaime’s fear that Addam might inadvertently reveal Jaime’s diminished 

swordsmanship. 

In the Riverlands campaign that follows, Addam happily leaves command of the City 

Watch to ride with Jaime once more, overseeing the outriders and supporting the negotiations 

and maneuvers at Riverrun. 

 

​ BARATHEONS 

Stannis Baratheon 

Stannis Baratheon is the middle child born from Lord Steffon and Lady Cassana 

Baratheon. Robert and Renly Baratheon are his brothers which he grew up with in the 

Stormlands. When both of their parents died tragically at a sea accident, his older brother 

Robert got the biggest responsibility and inherited Storm’s End while Stannis was left with 

unimportant duties. Later when Robert was making a rebellion, he endured a siege at Storm’s 

End holding the castle for almost a year as starvation set in. Salvation arrived in the form of 

Davos Seaworth or Onion Knight as they call, a smuggler who risked everything to deliver 

 



 

onions and food. Stannis knighted him for his heroism then punished him for past smuggling 

actions by cutting off the tips of his right hand’s fingers. This brutal duality perfectly 

embodied Stannis’s personality, fair but merciless. 

After the rebellion, Stannis conquered Dragonstone and commanded the Royal Navy 

as Master of the Ships. However, bitterness festered when Robert granted Storm’s End not to 

him but to his younger brother Renly who did not even contribute due to his young age. Even 

though he was unloved, him destroying the Iron Fleet during Balon Greyjoy's rebellion, 

capturing Great Wyk, and serving the realm with a steadfastness which is rare in Westeros 

was proving how good of a warrior he is. 

Stannis married Selyse Florent and had a daughter named Shireen, whom he loved 

despite her gray scars. Over time, his emotional isolation deepened and on Dragonstone, 

under Melisandre's influence, Stannis adopted the Lord of Light and replaced his crowned 

stag sigil with a flaming heart crowned with Baratheon antlers. The red priestess's 

unwavering faith in her destiny seduced him not just by desire, but by purpose. For a man 

who had always lived in his brother Robert's shadow, the prophecy gave him certainty which 

he never had before. 

​ In Season 1, Stannis does not appear physically, but Ned Stark recognizes him as the 

rightful heir after Robert's death and refuses to support either Renly or Joffrey as one. Renly 

deposes his brother, claiming that no one would support him because of his “lobster” 

personality. However, Cersei fears him most for his ruthlessness and incorruptibility. Ned 

sends a letter to Dragonstone warning him of Joffrey's illegitimacy, which sets in motion 

Stannis's claim that will ignite the War of the Five Kings. 

In Season 2, Stannis starts calling himself "King of the Narrow Sea" and invades 

Dragonstone with a powerful navy but a limited land army. The stormlords overwhelmingly 

favor Renly, whose stance far outweighs Stannis's harsh temper. Under Melisandre's 

guidance, Stannis burns the statues of the Seven and draws a flaming sword from the pyre, 

symbolically showing his acceptance of the prophecy. 

Stannis declares his claim to the Seven Kingdoms by sending letters throughout 

Westeros revealing Joffrey's true lineage. Despite being vastly outnumbered, he refuses to 

ally even with Robb Stark, reasoning that compromise would violate his strict understanding 

of the law of succession. Davos pleads for moderation, but Stannis remains resolute. 

 



 

When negotiations with Renly fail, Stannis resorts to Melisandre's darkest magic. 

With Davos's reluctant help, Melisandre conjures a shadow creature in the caves beneath 

Renly's camp. The shadow assassin kills Renly, scattering his troops and forcing the Tyrells 

to withdraw their support. For the first time, Stannis commands a massive army of storm 

lords and men of Dragonstone, united under the last Baratheon brother with a legitimate 

claim. 

As they prepare to seize King's Landing, Davos forces her to leave him behind so she 

doesn't fuel rumors that Melisandre is controlling him and Stannis obeys this even though he 

is enraged. He names Davos commander of the fleet and promises to make him Hand of the 

King once they seize the Iron Throne. 

The Battle of the Blackwater proves to be Stannis's greatest victory and greatest 

defeat. He leads the way, breaching the walls and mowing down the soldiers with 

unparalleled ferocity. However, Tyrion's wildfire trap destroys half the fleet while the timely 

arrival of Tywin Lannister and Loras Tyrell decimates his forces. Driven by cries of "Rise and 

fight!", Stannis loses his army, his momentum, and almost his faith which is solely dependent 

on Melissandre’s dark magic. 

 

Ser Davos Seaworth 

Davos Seaworth, known across Westeros as the Onion Knight, rose from the absolute 

bottom of society to sit at the tables of kings. Once a smuggler navigating the Narrow Sea 

under cover of darkness, Davos climbed from Flea Bottom poverty by sheer will, skill, and an 

unwavering sense of loyalty. Though he built his life on crime, he would ultimately become 

one of the most honorable and steady moral compasses in Westeros starting by serving 

Stannis Baratheon as his most trusted advisor. 

Born in the filth and desperation of Flea Bottom, Davos grew up as the son of a poor 

crabber, surrounded by hunger and crime. Later on, he fled the slums early by learning every 

hidden cove, tide, and smuggler’s trick in the Narrow Sea by becoming a sailor. Davos 

running the naval blockade of Storm’s End, delivering onions and food to the starving 

defenders was the skill that changed the fate of House Baratheon during Robert’s Rebellion. 

 



 

Stannis Baratheon, who commanded the garrison, never forgot that Davos had saved 

countless lives including his own. 

After the rebellion, Stannis rewarded Davos with lands and a knighthood and 

punished him for past smuggling actions by cutting off the fingertips of his right hand. Davos 

accepted both honor and mutilation without complaint, believing that it was the first true 

justice he had ever witnessed. From the ashes of crime, he founded House Seaworth, 

adopting the onion as his sigil and embracing the nickname highborn lords intended as an 

insult. 

Despite his low birth, Davos became Stannis’s closest counselor. He was the only man 

Stannis trusted completely, because Davos spoke truth rather than flattery.  

In season 2, when Stannis embraced the Lord of Light and allowed Melisandre to 

burn the statues of the Seven at Dragonstone, Davos stood at his side wary, but loyal. He did 

not share Stannis’s newfound faith, but he understood his king’s longing for destiny. As 

Melisandre proclaimed Stannis a prophesied hero, Davos watched with both skepticism and 

concern. 

When Stannis revealed that Joffrey Baratheon was not Robert’s true son and claimed 

the Iron Throne, Davos urged diplomacy. He encouraged Stannis to reconcile with Renly or 

form an alliance with Robb Stark, but Stannis dismissed both as thieves.  

Tasked with recruiting more ships, Davos sought out the pirate Salladhor Saan, an old 

friend whose fleet bolstered Stannis’s naval power. Davos’s practicality and experience made 

him indispensable as war approached. 

At the tense parley with Renly, Davos stood at Stannis’s side while the brothers failed 

to reconcile. Renly mocked Stannis’s lack of popularity, while Stannis offered to name him 

heir until he fathered a son. When the meeting collapsed, Stannis ordered Davos to smuggle 

Melisandre into the caves under Renly’s camp. Davos obeyed but sensed something deeply 

wrong. In the darkness, he watched Melisandre disrobe and give birth to a monstrous shadow 

which is a creation of blood magic that terrified him to his core. The shadow assassin killed 

Renly, plunging his camp into chaos and delivering his forces to Stannis. 

 



 

Though now commanding the full strength of the stormlords, Stannis prepared to 

march on King’s Landing. Davos begged him to leave Melisandre behind during the battle, 

fearing the perception that Stannis relied on sorcery. Although enraged, Stannis relented and 

made Davos commander of the fleet promising to name him Hand of the King once they took 

the Iron Throne which was the highest honor Davos had ever received and a sign of the 

profound trust between smuggler and king. 

The fleet approached King’s Landing under cover of night. Davos sensed the danger 

too late when he spotted an abandoned ship leaking wildfire. His scream to turn back came 

moments before Bronn’s flaming arrow ignited the bay. The explosion was cataclysmic. 

Wildfire tore across the water in a wall of green flame, obliterating half the fleet including 

Davos’s ship, the Black Betha. Matthos, one of his several sons, was also killed instantly 

before Davos himself was hurled into the water by the shockwave. 

 

Lady Melisandre 

 

Melisandre, known as the Red Woman, is a priestess of the Lord of Light who 

becomes Stannis Baratheon’s closest adviser during his claim to the Iron Throne. She was 

born in the distant city of Asshai and grew up in extreme poverty before being taken to the 

temple of R’hllor, where she was trained in prophecy and fire magic. She wears a magical 

ruby necklace that conceals her true, ancient age and enhances her powers. 

Believing Stannis to be the prophesied “Prince That Was Promised,” Melisandre 

strongly influences his decisions and pushes him toward ruthless acts in the name of destiny. 

She burns symbols of the Seven, proclaims the coming darkness, and convinces Stannis to 

place his faith in the Lord of Light. She also seduces him to create a shadow assassin, a 

magical creature that murders his brother Renly and allows him to claim most of Renly’s 

army. 

Over the years, Melisandre has appeared calm, confident, and deeply devoted to her 

god. She claims to see visions in the fire and insists that the Lord of Light has chosen Stannis 

to lead the living against a great darkness. Although her unwavering zeal conflicts with 

Davos Seaworth's skepticism, she continues to guide Stannis and ensure that victory is 

guaranteed by the prophecies. 

 



 

Melisandre’s influence grows especially dangerous when she convinces Stannis that 

sacrifices, including those of innocent people are necessary for success. Her wide range of 

powers are demonstrated several times when she survives poison, births the shadow creature, 

and performs rituals tied to life and death. Although her prophecies sometimes mislead her, 

Melisandre remains certain of her sacred purpose. 

Despite Stannis’s eventual defeat at Blackwater and his anger toward her, Melisandre 

remains steadfast. She warns that even greater betrayals lie ahead but insists that the war 

between light and darkness is far from over. Her visions, faith, and magic continue to shape 

the course of events long after her initial arrival at Dragonstone. 

 

Matthos Seaworth 

 

Matthos Seaworth is the son of Ser Davos Seaworth, a former smuggler who later 

became one of Stannis Baratheon's most loyal and honorable followers. Raised far above the 

poverty his father once experienced, Matthos serves both Stannis and Davos with deep 

respect and devotion. Intelligent, dutiful, and fiercely loyal to the Lord of Light, Matthos 

works as a scribe, ship crew member, and Stannis's squire.  

 

Even though he is not seen in the first season, Matthos is heavily involved in Stannis's 

war preparations throughout season 2. He attends Melisandre's religious ceremonies, praying 

to the Lord of Light with devout faith. He assists Stannis in drafting the crucial letter 

revealing Joffrey Baratheon as a bastard, demonstrating both his literacy and his confidence 

in Stannis's claim. He also witnesses the tension between Davos's pragmatism and 

Melisandre's influence, often supporting Melisandre's unwavering faith over his father's 

skepticism. 

 

Matthos also assists Davos and Stannis in their plans for the attack on King's Landing, 

helping them place model ships at the Painted Table and prepare the fleet for departure. When 

Melisandre whispers to him "Death by fire is the purest death," Matthos accepts this ominous 

statement with silent conviction, reflecting his growing devotion to the Lord of Light. 

 

 



 

As the fleet sails towards Blackwater Bay, Matthos is confident and optimistic. He 

believes their overwhelming numbers guarantee victory and ignores Davos's warnings about 

overconfidence. To him, their cause is just and their king is chosen which makes their faith 

unwavering. 

 

This certainty is tragically shattered at the Battle of the Blackwater. When Tyrion sets 

a wildfire on a decoy ship, Davos realizes the danger too late. The explosion destroys the 

forward part of Stannis's fleet being one of the deadliest defences in history. Standing on the 

deck of Stannis's flagship Fury, Matthos is killed instantly by the blast before Davos can 

reach or warn him. This loss marks the end of Davos's remaining innocence and fuels his 

growing conflict with Melisandre and her visions. 

 

 

Ser Imry Florent 

 

Ser Imry Florent is a nobleman of House Florent of Brightwater Keep, a house from 

the Reach traditionally sworn to House Tyrell. Due to his sister Selyse’s marriage to Stannis 

Baratheon, the Florents shift their allegiance and support Stannis during the War of the Five 

Kings. Imry is the brother of Axell Florent and Queen Selyse, placing him among the closest 

political relatives that Stannis has within his expanded family. 

In the series, Ser Imry serves as one of Stannis Baratheon’s commanders during the 

Battle of the Blackwater. He sails with Stannis aboard the royal flagship Fury, as the 

Baratheon fleet advances toward King’s Landing. When Tyrion Lannister unleashes wildfire 

in Blackwater Bay, much of Stannis’s fleet is annihilated. Ser Imry warns the king that 

attempting to row ashore will cost hundreds of lives, but Stannis coldly replies that the 

number will be in the thousands and descends the ladder himself to lead the assault. Because 

the Fury is not consumed by wildfire in the show, Ser Imry’s exact fate remains unknown 

even though he is not seen again. 

Imry plays a larger military role in the books. After Renly Baratheon's death, the 

Florents openly support Stannis, and Ser Imry gets appointed as Lord High Captain of 

Stannis's fleet. Despite Davos Seaworth's warnings, he leads the entire fleet directly into the 

Blackwater Rush without sending scouts, being overconfident in his numbers and the 

 



 

righteousness of Stannis's cause. This fatally proves that when the wildfire trap is sprung and 

the winch chain catches the ships, the fleet is destroyed. Ser Imry dies in the Rage, consumed 

by the wildfire's green flames. 

 

 

STARKS  

 

Robb Stark 

Robb Stark is the eldest son born from the marriage between Lord Ned and Lady 

Catelyn Stark and he begins his story as a dependable, quietly confident young heir to 

Winterfell. Robb was born and raised at Riverrun during Robert’s Rebellion, growing up 

alongside his siblings Sansa, Arya, Bran, Rickon and Jon Snow, whom he calls his brother 

despite Jon’s supposed bastard status because he is from a different mother. His closest 

companion outside his family is Theon Greyjoy, raised at Winterfell as a political hostage but 

treated as a friend and equal by Robb. 

From a very young age, Robb is trained to be both warrior and lord. Under Ser Rodrik 

Cassel; he learns swordsmanship, horsemanship, and battlefield discipline while observing 

what it means to rule justly, under his father Ned Stark. Robb embodies a balanced Stark 

temperament by having the features dutiful, honorable and instinctively protective of those in 

his care. 

When King Robert arrives in Winterfell and his father travels south to serve as Hand 

of the King in season 1, Robb’s childhood effectively ends with him being left only with 

Maester Luwin to run the castle, set disputes, organize security, and manage household 

affairs. The attack on Bran, tensions with the Lannisters, and Catelyn’s departure for King’s 

Landing place even more responsibility on him but his stance and actions against these 

occasions hint at the leader he will soon become. 

When Ned gets arrested because of his act against the new king Joffrey Baratheon and 

Sansa is coerced into writing a letter urging Robb to swear fealty to Joffrey, Robb instantly 

recognizes the political manipulation. It was the first moment which has pushed him to 

 



 

adulthood, transforming him from a boy heir into a wartime commander. He handles 

challenges from northern lords such as Greatjon Umber with a perception far beyond his 

years, calming hostilities without humiliating his bannermen. His strategic mind is 

highlighted through his coordination with Catelyn, his negotiation with House Frey, and his 

masterful victory at Whispering Wood where he captures Jaime Lannister. These victories 

earn him respect, fear, and eventually the title “The King in the North.” 

By Season 2, Robb becomes an undefeated commander and a symbol of Northern 

independence. His consecutive battlefield success at several wars including the Green Fork 

prove that he is not merely the son of a great lord but he is possessing genuine strategic 

brilliance. This strategic brilliance combines speed, unpredictability, and psychological 

warfare through the fearsome presence of his direwolf Grey Wind. 

Yet the political battlefield proves far more complex. Robb refuses to break the laws 

of war despite Roose Bolton’s encouragement to torture prisoners, showing a Stark sense of 

justice that endears him to followers but frustrates more pragmatic lords. He rejects harsh 

methods, insisting on honor even when it limits his options. He also wrestles with the 

question of alliances whether to support Renly, Stannis, or neither, showing a growing 

understanding of the unstable southern politics. 

His personal world becomes even more complicated through his meeting with Talisa, 

a Volantene noblewoman working as a battlefield healer. Robb gets fascinated by her 

freedom, education, and willingness to speak to him without deference while Talisa sees the 

compassionate core beneath his warrior exterior. Followingly, they secretly get engaged, 

neglecting that he is breaking his marriage pact with House Frey even though no one supports 

them including his mother Catelyn Stark. 

Meanwhile, his relationship with Theon shatters when Theon returns to the Iron 

Islands where he was born and chooses loyalty to his father Balon Greyjoy over Robb. The 

betrayal culminates in Theon taking Winterfell, executing Ser Rodrik, and showing like he 

killed and burned his little brothers deeply wounds Robb. For the first time he feels he has 

failed his home and promises to personally execute Theon. As stress mounts, Robb clashes 

with Catelyn, especially when she frees Jaime in hopes of securing Sansa and Arya’s safety. 

Her decision undermines Robb’s political leverage, enrages many of his bannermen, and 

fractures his trust against his own mother.  

 



 

Even as challenges rise, Robb pushes forward with resolve. Through each victory and 

setback, he tries to balance honor with strategy, loyalty with justice, and love with duty, often 

finding that the values he inherited from Ned Stark are both his greatest strengths and his 

deepest vulnerabilities. 

 

Rickard Karstark 

Lord Rickard Karstark is the stern, unyielding Lord of Karhold and the head of House 

Karstark which is one of the major vassal houses sworn to House Stark. A distant cousin of 

the Starks, Rickard is known for his fierce loyalty to the North and carries the reputation of a 

skilled lord. He has three sons named Torrhen, Harrion, and Harald; and a granddaughter 

called Alys Karstark. 

In season 1, Rickard appears among the northern bannermen debating who to support 

after the death of Ned Stark. When Greatjon declares that Robb Stark should be the King in 

the North, Rickard steps forward as the second lord to proclaim Robb as the king, firmly 

committing House Karstark to Robb’s cause. The fact that he hates Lannisters and the deep 

belief in northern honor he carries shows his absolute loyalty to Starks even more. 

In season 2, Lord Karstark remains with Robb’s host in the Westerlands and witnesses 

the rejection of Robb’s peace terms by Queen Cersei. His absolute loyalty begins to clash 

with personal grief when Jaime Lannister kills his son Torrhen during an escape attempt. 

Followingly,  Rickard demands Jaime’s execution as justice for his murdered son but Catelyn 

Stark insists that Jaime must live as a valuable prisoner for future occasions while 

considering merely her own benefit. She warns Rickard of his oaths to Robb and asserts her 

authority, though Rickard’s resentment simmers beneath the surface. 

His grief turns to open and direct anger when Catelyn secretly frees Jaime to trade 

him for her daughters, without asking even to Robb Stark. Rickard views this action as a 

betrayal and believes she has robbed him of justice for his sons, Torrhen and Harrion. He 

rejects Catelyn’s reasoning and bitterly remarks that he would gladly exchange his own life 

for his dead children. Though he remains bound to Robb’s campaign, his trust in the Starks 

and the unity of the northern host has been severely shaken. 

 

 



 

Catelyn Stark  

Lady Catelyn Stark, was born as the eldest child of Lord Hoster and Lady Minisa 

Tully of Riverrun. She was raised in the fertile, river-rich lands of the Trident and grew up 

steeped in the Tully family values of honor, and duty. She spent her youth with her siblings 

Edmure, Lysa and her father's protege, Petyr Baelish, who bore her an unrequited love that 

would shape most of his later decisions. 

She first got betrothed to heir of Winterfell Brandon Stark, who she was deeply in 

love with but when Brandon and his father Lord Rickard Stark got executed by King Aerys II 

during the chaos of Robert’s Rebellion, her life took an unexpected turn. In the aftermath, 

Catelyn married Brandon’s younger brother, Eddard (Ned) Stark. Even though both sides 

were not satisfied at the beginning, they grew a deep and stable partnership over the years 

and had five children named Robb, Sansa, Arya, Bran, and Rickon. Ned also had an 

illegitimate son called Jon Snow. Catelyn felt resentment toward Jon in the first place but got 

used to him and raised him with all her other children. 

Catelyn’s position also gave her considerable influence, both through her own 

intelligence and through ties to her natal family. Her childhood friend Petyr Baelish, also 

known as the Littlefinger rose to become Master of Coin, and her sister Lysa ruled the Vale as 

Lady Arryn. 

In season 1, Catelyn enters the story as the emotional center of the Stark family. Her 

protective instincts emerge immediately when a deserter from the Night’s Watch gets 

captured, and Ned insists that young Bran should accompany him to witness the execution. 

Even though Catelyn worries for her son, she ultimately trusts her husband and embodies a 

balance between maternal warmth and the expectations of a noblewoman. When King Robert 

arrives in Winterfell and offers Ned the position of Hand, Catelyn fears losing her husband to 

the dangers of court life. Her concern intensifies when a secret message from her sister Lysa 

accuses the Lannisters of murdering Jon Arryn. Though torn, Catelyn again ultimately 

supports Ned’s decision to accept the role, driven by a sense of duty rather than desire. 

When Bran falls from the tower and does not show any movement for days, her life 

darkens and she refuses to leave his bedside, even as Winterfell falls into administrative 

disorder in her absence. Her sleepless vigil culminates in an assassination attempt on Bran, 

which she survives only due to Bran’s direwolf Summer’s intervention. This attempt 

 



 

convinced her that Bran did not fall, he got silenced. Her suspicion grows even more when 

she finds blonde hair strands in the broken tower cements and consecutively leads to the idea 

that Lannister's might have done this.  

Catelyn rides to King's Landing with Ser Rodrik to warn Ned about her suspicions, 

but gets intercepted by Littlefinger and Varys. She shares her findings with them, totally 

forgetting her initial outrage and fully unaware that Baelish is manipulating her. On her 

journey home, fate brings her face to face with Tyrion Lannister at the Crossroads Inn. Acting 

on Littlefinger's false claim that the dagger used in the assassination attempt belonged to 

Tyrion, Catelyn orders the river lords loyal to her father to arrest him. This impulsive action 

ignites the political fuse that plunges the realm into open war. 

Her journey through the Vale exposes her sister Lysa’s paranoia and instability, and 

Catelyn’s attempt to secure the Vale’s help in the coming conflict fails. Upon learning that 

Robert is dead and Ned has been arrested because of disrespecting the new king Joffrey, she 

leaves the Eyrie and reunites with Robb, becoming one of his closest advisers as he marches 

south. 

Catelyn soon after leaves Eyrie agaiın to go negotiate passage across the Twins with 

Lord Walder Frey, an agreement that requires Robb to later marry one of Frey’s daughters. 

Her diplomatic skill enables the northern army to win a critical victory at Whispering Wood 

and capture Jaime Lannister. 

When word arrives of Ned’s execution with Joffrey’s merciless decision, Catelyn’s 

grief grows profound, but she channels it into resolve. She urges Robb to focus first on 

rescuing Sansa and Arya offering to exchange Jaime Lannister with them, then witnesses the 

northern and river lords declare Robb as King in the North. She also warns him not to trust 

Balon Greyjoy and even though Robb ignores much of her advice, she remains central to the 

Northern war effort. 

Later on, when she was sent to negotiate with Renly Baratheon, she attempts to forge 

alliances while urging the Baratheon brothers -who are still arguing about the Baratheon 

throne- to stop treating the war as a game. When Renly is assassinated by Melisandre’s 

shadow, Catelyn is forced to flee with Brienne of Tarth, who soon swears allegiance to her 

and creates one of the most loyal bonds in the series. 

 



 

Returning to Robb’s camp, Catelyn confronts the escalating chaos about Theon’s 

betrayal of Winterfell after returning to his own family, the disappearance of Bran and Rickon 

after Theon’s attack on Winterfell, and Jaime Lannister’s continued captivity. Her maternal 

anguish combines with political desperation and causes her to commit her most controversial 

act, secretly releasing Jaime in hopes of trading him for Sansa and Arya. This decision 

enrages her son and weakens his political position and reveals the central tension of being a 

mother in Catelyn’s character. 

When Robb confesses his love for a healer girl in the battlefield named Talisa, 

Catelyn tries to dissuade him from breaking his oath to House Frey, even sharing the candid 

truth that she and Ned had not loved each other at first either. However Robb, already 

angered by her actions with Jaime, rejects her advice and secretly marries Talisa which is a 

living proof that his relationship with Robb is shaking and it will have serious consequences. 

 

Roose Bolton 

Lord Roose Bolton, the cold and calculating head of House Bolton, rules from the 

Dreadfort as a vassal of House Stark. He embodies an unsettling combination of icy 

self-control, quiet ambition, and the ruthless legacy of his house. Although the ancient Bolton 

practice of flaying symbolized in their sigil, the flayed man has long been outlawed in the 

North, Roose preserves both the memory of these customs and the sinister reputation they 

lend his family. Outwardly loyal to Winterfell, he nevertheless inspires unease even among 

his allies, not least because of the clinical detachment with which he recalls violence, 

discipline, and punishment. 

A veteran of Robert’s Rebellion, Roose distinguished himself in the Battle of the 

Trident fighting under Eddard Stark. His pragmatic yet morally vacant worldview emerges 

during this time: he advised King Robert to execute the Targaryen loyalist Ser Barristan 

Selmy, not for vengeance but for efficiency, believing a defeated enemy should never be 

allowed the chance to rise again. Robert rejected this advice, revealing the first contrast 

between the blunt honor of the Baratheons and the cold strategy of the Boltons. 

Roose’s personal life is as disturbing as his reputation. His bastard son, Ramsay Snow, 

was conceived when Roose raped the miller’s wife after executing her husband for marrying 

 



 

without his permission. The emotionless way he recounts the story foreshadows the cruelty 

and darkness associated with both father and son. 

Though Roose appears only briefly in Season 1, House Bolton’s banners ride with 

Robb Stark as the northern lords rally against House Lannister following Ned Stark’s 

imprisonment and execution. Roose’s absence from certain key discussions, including the 

moment Robb is proclaimed King in the North, reinforces the image of a man who operates 

quietly, observing more than he reveals. Even early on, he is portrayed as a figure whose 

loyalties hide layers of caution and calculation while outwardly firm. 

Roose Bolton’s role expands significantly in Season 2 as he becomes one of King 

Robb Stark’s principal advisers during the Northern campaign against the Lannisters. His 

demeanor, soft-spoken, calm, and almost eerily detached, stands in sharp contrast to the 

emotional ferocity of the other northern lords. 

After Robb’s decisive victory at the Battle of Oxcross, Roose reports their success 

with mechanical precision: five Lannisters killed for every Northern casualty. Yet his 

attention quickly shifts to practical concerns, mainly the burden of feeding their growing 

number of prisoners. When he suggests torturing Lannister officers for intelligence, Robb 

rejects the idea, reminding Roose that flaying is outlawed in the North. Roose accepts the 

rebuke politely, but his warning that “the high road is pretty, but hard to walk” underscores 

his belief that honor is a luxury Northerners can no longer afford. 

During the same campaign, Robb, Roose, and Catelyn encounter Talisa Maegyr and a 

Silent Sister amputating a wounded Lannister soldier’s leg. Roose’s disdain for aiding the 

enemy and for losing time on those not “their men” highlights his stark, utilitarian worldview. 

Robb’s insistence on mercy and decency stands in tension with Roose’s harsher instincts. 

Roose soon brings devastating news that Winterfell has fallen to Theon Greyjoy, Ser 

Rodrik Cassel has been killed, and Bran and Rickon Stark are missing. Robb reacts with 

anguish and fury, but Roose counsels against abandoning the war in the Riverlands at such a 

critical moment. His solution is clear; to send his bastard son, Ramsay Snow, to retake 

Winterfell. The choice unknown to those present will carry a wide range of consequences. 

Even though Robb agrees, he emphasizes that the safety of his brothers must come before 

vengeance and that Theon must be spared long enough for Robb to execute him personally. 

 



 

As the war progresses, the situation with the prisoners deteriorates, and tensions rise 

when Queen Cersei rejects Robb’s peace terms. Roose remains focused, advising strategy 

while Robb leaves camp to negotiate the surrender of the Crag. 

When Catelyn Stark secretly releases Jaime Lannister in hopes of exchanging him for 

her daughters, the Northern leadership erupts in outrage. Roose is among those most troubled 

by the sudden shift in political leverage. While discussing Winterfell’s fate, he and Robb 

develop a strategy of offering mercy to Ironborn soldiers who abandon Theon, strongly 

believing it will succeed.  

 

Greatjon Umber  

Lord Jon Umber, widely known as the Greatjon for his immense size and fierce 

personality, is the formidable head of House Umber and a deeply loyal bannerman of House 

Stark. A towering warrior with a booming voice and an unshakeable northern pride, he stands 

among the most spirited and outspoken leaders in the North. Although his temper often flares 

and he challenges Robb Stark when he disagrees with his decisions, his devotion to the Stark 

family is unquestionable. He is the father of Smalljon Umber, though their relationship is 

suggested to be strained. 

In season 1, When Robb Stark summons the northern bannermen to march south and 

free his father Ned Stark, the Greatjon is among the first to answer the call, arriving at 

Winterfell with a large host of Umber men. During a feast, he publicly challenges Robb’s 

authority when Galbart Glover is appointed to lead the vanguard. Drawing his knife in anger, 

he is quickly subdued by Robb’s direwolf Grey Wind, who bites off two of his fingers. Rather 

than holding a grudge, he laughs the incident off, admires Robb’s strength and declares his 

loyalty even more loudly. 

He sits in Robb’s war councils as the young lord prepares his strategy, and despite his 

blunt disagreements, he follows Robb’s decisions once they are made. He vows to Catelyn 

Stark that the Northmen will smash the Lannisters and bring Eddard home. He expresses 

skepticism about releasing a captured Lannister scout for strategic deception but ultimately 

defers to Robb’s judgment. At the Twins, he warns against trusting Walder Frey, cautious of 

the Freys’ infamous reputation for betrayal. 

 



 

After the execution of Ned Stark, the Greatjon becomes the first to propose that the 

North should break from the Iron Throne. In a defining moment, he declares Robb the King 

in the North, rallying all the northern and riverland lords behind him with thunderous support. 

In season 2, while Robb campaigns in the Westerlands, the Greatjon is tasked with 

liberating the Riverlands. He successfully drives Lannister forces out of Raventree Hall, 

restores House Blackwood’s ancestral seat and later wins another victory at Stone Hedge by 

returning it to House Bracken. His battlefield successes reinforce his status as one of the 

North’s fiercest and most loyal champions. 

 

Brynden Tully 

Ser Brynden Tully, widely known as the Blackfish, is the younger brother of Lord 

Hoster Tully and a legendary knight of House Tully. Renowned for his sharp mind, battle 

prowess, and unshakeable independence; Brynden stands out as one of the most respected 

commanders in Westeros. He first earned distinction decades earlier during the War of the 

Ninepenny Kings, where his exceptional leadership and disciplined tactics helped secure the 

Targaryen victory. 

Although Brynden and his brother Hoster loved one another, their relationship was 

often strained due to Brynden’s lifelong refusal to marry. Upon Brynden’s return from the 

War of the Ninepenny Kings, Hoster arranged a politically advantageous match with Bethany 

Redwyne of House Redwyne but Brynden defied him, unwilling to be forced into a marriage 

he did not choose. Hoster called him “the black goat of the Tully herd” enragedly to which 

Brynden wryly replied that, since their sigil was a trout, he ought to be called “the Blackfish” 

instead. This nickname became permanent, and Brynden adopted a modified version of the 

Tully sigil, a leaping black fish on the Tully red and blue field as his personal banner. 

Over the years, Hoster attempted many more arranged matches which were all firmly 

rejected by Brynden, fueling decades of bickering between the brothers. Despite these 

conflicts, Brynden remained deeply loyal to House Tully and protective of his family. His 

devotion to Catelyn, Edmure, and even Lysa is evident throughout his life, and he 

consistently puts their safety and the honor of their house above his personal grievances.
